	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	This project will provide much needed improvements to a low to moderate-income area on Peoria's East bluff. The planned improvements will utilize CDBG funds to replace dilapidated sidewalks, install ADA ramps at intersections, and improve the lighting along Nebraska from Knoxville to Wisconsin. All of this work will occur in the right of way and be completed in a single phase. The only disturbances to the ground will be replacing existing sidewalks and streetlights.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	The purpose of the proposed sidewalks, ADA ramps, and lighting improvements is to address community development needs on Nebraska Avenue in Peoria's East Bluff neighborhood. The alternative to this project is to leave the existing infrastructure as is which is currently in a state of deterioration. Many portions of the sidewalks on Nebraska are starting to deteriorate and many intersections do not currently have ADA ramps. Replacing sidewalks and installing ADA ramps and lighting improvements will make a safer and more welcoming travel path for pedestrians.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The portion of Nebraska Ave that is the focus of this project is an area that joins two major business sections of Peoria. On one end of this section of Nebraska is Knoxville Avenue, a major business area featuring stores, restaurants, and medical facilities. On the other end of this proposed project is Wisconsin Ave. The Wisconsin Corridor is a growing area in Peoria that is expanding businesses, restaurants, and a school. The trend of pedestrians walking between these two sections of Peoria will continue without this project but by pursuing it, we'll have safer and more inclusive pathways for Peoria's residents.

Summary of Findings and Conclusions: 
	The main area of potential beneficial impact is the improved accessibility for individuals in wheelchairs or requiring walking assistance. Replacing dilapidated sidewalks and adding ramps where there are currently none will allow an unencumbered travel path for these individuals. There is also the potential for a beneficial impact of safety for the public in installing sidewalks where there are currently none. By adding sidewalks individuals will be less likely to walk in the street potentially avoiding being hit by a motor vehicle. Improving lighting in this area will also provide a safer method of travel for citizens while traveling at night.
