	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The Creating Lead Safe Rockford (CLSR) 2019 program (HUD Grant # ILLHD0404-19) seeks to reduce lead-based paint hazards in eligible, privately-owned residential buildings throughout the target area: all of Stephenson, Winnebago, and Boone Counties. A Tier II site-specific ERR will be completed for each project location once a lead inspection/risk assessment and a scope of work have been completed. The Winnebago County Health Department (WCHD), lead applicant/responsible entity, proposes the lead remediation of 165 housing units throughout the target area. All selected units shall be constructed prior to 1978 with identified lead-based paint, dust, or soil hazards. All units will be privately owned with both single-family and multi-family units eligible. All units assisted will be occupied by households earning 80% or less of the area median household income and have either a child under age six residing/frequently visiting or a pregnant mother at the property. The approximate cost per unit will be $12,000 for lead hazard control work, with a maximum per-unit cost not to exceed $20,000. Forty-five homes will receive Healthy Homes Supplemental (HHS) funding, not to exceed an additional $5,000 per home. Expected work includes but is not limited to: painting; replacement of windows and doors; removal/backfill of soil; drywall/plaster repair; installation of siding; repair/replacement of porches, handrails, and balusters; and aluminum wrapping of trim, soffit, and fascia. The period of performance for this grant is February 3, 2020 through August 3, 2023.

	CLSR 2019 will utilize WinGIS, a mapping application which incorporates FEMA flood zone maps, to determine whether a project is located within a Special Flood Hazard Area. Projects in these areas will only be approved if flood insurance under the National Flood Insurance Program is obtained and the owner agrees to maintain it for the economic life of the activity to cover the total activity cost. A copy of the flood insurance policy declaration will be kept in the project file and uploaded into HEROS. Homes in flood zones in communities not participating in the National Flood Insurance Program will not be approved.

	Contamination and Toxic Substances

	
	
	A site visit will be conducted to document if there are visible dumps, landfills, industrial sites, or other locations containing or releasing toxic/hazardous materials, chemicals, or wastes on or near the subject site. Staff will also utilize the EPA's Environmental Justice Screening and Mapping Tool (EJScreen) to determine if the site or any nearby sites have known contamination issues. Sites that have known contamination or are in such close proximity to known contamination that pose a significant risk to the occupant and workers will either be mitigated or denied HUD assistance. Identified lead-based paint hazards will be mitigated through interim controls, hazard abatement, or a combination of both, as part of this HUD project.

Additionally, CLSR 2019 will seek consultation/comment from local historic preservation boards (i.e. the Rockford Historic Preservation Commission) if the project site is located within a local historic district. Consultation will be in accordance with 36 CFR Part 800. CLSR 2019 will abide by all recommendations and requirements of the Historic Preservation Agency (and local commission, if applicable) to ensure that either no historic resources are affected, or that any adverse effects on historic resources are mitigated.
