	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Program funds will be used to provide lead hazard abatement services in residential housing units and to build local capacity to safely and effectively address lead hazards during lead hazard control. The target area is within the southeastern Minnesota counties of Dodge, Fillmore, Freeborn, Goodhue, Houston, Mower, Olmsted, Rice, Steele, Wabasha, and Winona as well as in and around the City of Rochester. A Tier II site-specific environmental review will be completed for each project location once lead inspection risk assessment and a scope of work have been completed. The Minnesota Department of Health, lead applicant/responsible entity, proposes lead hazard abatement and remediation of 151 (estimated) total housing units within the 11 county and one city (Rochester) region. An agreement with the city of Rochester proposes that 31 of the 151 units will be within two of the most at-risk neighborhoods for elevated lead levels in Rochester. An estimated four sub-contracts will be awarded within the 11 county region, previously mentioned, to provide lead hazard abatement services for the remaining 120 units. All of the selected units will be privately-owned rental or owner-occupied housing units. Selected units may be single or multi-family units. Preference for selected units will be given to those where children already have elevated blood lead levels and where children less than six years of are at greatest risk of lead poisoning (pre-1960), which has historically included children in low-income and minority neighborhoods. Approximate cost per unit will be $11,000 for lead abatement and $2,000 for Healthy Homes. Expected work completed during the term of 42 to 60 months of the program includes, but is not limited to, the following abatement, outreach and education, or healthy homes activities: Abatement- Removal or capping of contaminated soil and backfill, removal of walls, removing or enclosing lead based paint, repainting, replacement of windows and doors; Training- Increase local capacity through lead safe work practices/lead abatement training; renovation, repair, and paint training; lead abatement supervisor training; Healthy Homes- apply interventions if the property meets LHC or LHRD qualifying criteria.

	FEMA.gov will be accessed for creation of a FIRMette for the project parcel. If the parcel is located in a Special Flood Hazard Area, the project will be approved with the condition 'Flood insurance under the National Flood Insurance Program must be obtained and maintained for the economic life of the activity to cover the total activity cost. A copy of the flood insurance policy declaration must be kept in the project file and provided to Environmental Review Officer for the LEAD Program for uploading into HEROS.'

	A site visit will be conducted to document if there are visible dumps, landfills, or other locations containing or releasing toxic/hazardous/radioactive/materials, chemicals or hazardous wastes on or near the subject site - on-site conditions will be documented via written summary and photographs of environs. The ADEQ UST/LUST and EPA NEPAssist GIS database will be accessed for facility records one-mile surrounding the project parcel. For any regulated facility in the one-mile radius area currently in regulatory non-compliant status, per NEPAssist and ECHO-detailing report will be completed to determine nature of facility non-compliance and potential for pathways of contamination to project parcel. If pathways of contamination exist from the non-compliant facility, the site-specific project will be denied HUD assistance. Approved site-specific projects will be approved with the condition of Identified lead-based hazards, soil and/or dust indicated on the property's Lead Inspection & Risk Assessment (LIRA) Report will be mitigated through interim controls, hazard abatement or a combination thereof and verified by a post mitigation Lead Clearance Report
