	Maricopa County HOME Consortium Housing Rehabilitation Project will utilize HOME funds to improve the housing stock and availaibility of affordable housing to low-income residents of Maricopa County, The project will provide housing rehabilitation for the following types of activities: owner-occupied housing, acquisition and rehabilitation of rental housing, and acquisition and resale for home buyers. These individual projects will take place in the following areas: Maricopa Urban County, including County islands; the Cities of Avondale, Chandler, Glendale,Goodyear, Peoria, Scottsdale, Surprise, Tempe; and the Towns of Gilbert and Guadalupe. The project area excludes the Cities of Mesa and Phoenix. The project will include both major and minor rehabilitation, including reconstruction of single family structures. The rehabilitation cost of homes located in a 100 year floodplain shall not exceed 50% of the pre-rehab value. Maximum HOME funding is $15,000,000 from July 2020-June 2025 for 150 units.
