	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The proposed project is a part of the Consolidated Plan 2020-2025 prepared by the City of Berkeley's Health, Housing, and Community Services (HHCS) Department. The Consolidated Plan lays out the City's overall investment strategies for the City's use of federal entitlement grant funds for affordable housing, homelessness, addressing poverty, and community development from July 1, 2020, through June 30, 2025. As part of the Consolidated Plan 2020-2025, the proposed project would involve minor rehabilitation and improvements of existing properties and / or structures using Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds provided through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). The proposed project would be implemented by the City of Berkeley (HHCS) along with the Center for Independent Living and Habitat for Humanity and is anticipated to use $10,824,815 of CDBG funds over the next five years. The proposed project would be implemented at different locations within the city of Berkeley and would involve housing services and community facility improvements -- Housing Services: Use of $7,380,285 of CDBG funds toward rehabilitation, improvements, and repairs of existing mostly single-family residential properties of low-income seniors and the disabled households, specifically i) Residential access project for the disabled by the Center for Independent Living; ii) Housing rehabilitation grant by the Habitat for Humanity; and iii) Senior and disabled rehabilitation program by the HHCS, City of Berkeley. -- Community Facility Improvements: Use of $3,444,530 of CDBG funds toward improvements and minor repairs to community facilities such as senior care centers by HHCS, City of Berkeley.
