	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Prospect Summit Duplexes is the new construction of 10 duplexes for a total of 23, two-bedroom units. The development will serve persons 55 years and older, earning less than 60 percent of AMI. The site is located Olive and Prospect Ave., 22nd St. to 23rd St., Jackson County, Kansas City, MO 64127. The rectangular site is bounded by 22nd St. on the north, Prospect Avenue on the east, 23rd St. on the south and Olive St. on the west. Wabash Avenue currently divides the site in half, however, the plan proposes removal of Wabash Avenue through the site, and a connection of 22nd St. to 23rd St. via a diagonal thoroughfare through the site. This development will be located on the eastern edge of the Wendell Phillips neighborhood and will occupy an approximately 5 acres. The site is currently vacant land. The environmental issues associated with the site are air quality, endangered species.
