	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Kitsap Mental Health Services plans to construct a 72-unit permanent supportive housing complex plus 2 respite sleeping units. The ground floor will include approximately 3,813 square feet of common space including staff offices, a meeting room, a community dining room, a common room, a computer room and a TV lounge. There will be 41 onsite parking spots and access to the site is off Kitsap Way. The western portion of the site will be excavated for the lower floors of the building to a height of 14 feet. Portions of the south side of the site will be re-graded for parking areas. Two to four feet of fill soil will be needed for the parking lot on the east side of the site. The design will balance cut and fill on site. Approximately 60% of the site will be covered with impervious services after construction is complete. HOME funds will be used for construction.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	The construction of this 72-unit complex will increase the supply of affordable rental opportunities to extremely low and very-low income individuals with chronic mental illness in the Bremerton and greater Kitsap area. The location is very good, located in the City of Bremerton near services and transit.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The project site is 2.04 acres, of which .38 is developed and 1.66 is undeveloped, located in the City of Bremerton, and consists of three tax parcels, tax account numbers 3719-001-028-0101, 3719-001-029-0001 and 3719-001-029-0506. The site is partially developed with a vacant 2-story commercial building built in 1930, located in the northwestern corner, to be demolished, with a small gravel parking area to the north and adjacent to the building. Trees and underbrush vegetate the remainder of the project site and the soil is medium dense silty sand. The property has a steep (approx. 60%) but stable slope from the west to the east, from where the current building sits, down to the highway. Access to the site is provided off Kitsap Way. Property to the west contains a cemetery. Property to the east is state highway right-of-way. Property to the south is a mobile home park. Property to the north, across Crawford Way, is a commercial building used as a gymnastics studio and property to the west across Kitsap Way is a cemetery. The excavation for building foundations may be 5 to 32 feet below existing grade. A geotechnical study was performed by Krazan and Associates and the recommendations will be used for site preparation and earthwork construction. 	This environmental review includes review of the combined impacts of the site development and construction of the 72-unit facility and adjacent parking proposed for the site.



Alternatives [24 CFR 58.40(e); 40 CFR 1508.9] 
	The agency worked a long time to find a site located in the City of Bremerton that was available, would work for this project and meet City of Bremerton zoning requirements. The architect has sited the complex so that 70 of 72 residential units all face north and south, not west or east towards the roads. The two units with windows that face west toward the 4-lane road will be on the second floor will have windows with an STC rating of 44. According to the architect, code requires all walls surrounding the residential units to have an STC rating of 50 or greater which would keep the inside environment well below the acceptable level.     The site will have no outdoor sensitive activity, there are no balconies or outside sitting areas.  


	
No Action Alternative [24 CFR 58.40(e)] 
	The No Action Alternative would result in no affordable rental housing built on the site. The project meets the zoning and impacts can be successfully conditioned to limit negative impacts.



Summary of Findings and Conclusions: 
	This environmental review includes review of the combined impacts of the site development and construction of the 72-unit facility and adjacent parking proposed for the site. The only environmental concern found through the review is noise because the site is bordered on the east by a state highway and the west by a 4-lane road. The combined DNL is in excess of 75dB. The project has been sited to limit the impacts of noise and building materials to mitigate sound will be used.

	1. Site measures: The building is located on Kitsap way, on the north side of the property. The residential spaces of the building are a minimum of 190 feet from the edge of the roadway for Highway. 
2. Building Orientation: The residential wing of the building is oriented east to west so that the majority of units face north or south, away from the adjacent streets. No residential units have windows or other openings that face Highway 3. 
3. Windows: The specified windows, VPI Endurance series, are better than typical vinyl nail flange windows in limiting sound transmission. The operable windows are all casement function, which is better than slider and double-hung function at limiting sound transmission. Per VPI the windows will have a sound transmission coefficient (STC) of at least 28 based on previous window designs, and an STC of 37 expected for windows facing North in two units that face Kitsap Way. The window will utilize insulated glass and water testing will be done to verify seal.
4. Walls: The exterior walls are designed to perform well acoustically. All exterior walls for residential spaces will be thicker than average, using 2x8 wood studs spaces 24 inches on center. The wall cavities with sound deadening batt insulation. Exterior siding will be fiber cement panels on treated furring strips, which will absorb and diffuse sound in an exterior air cavity.
5. Air Conditioning: Two units face Kitsap Way, on the 2nd floor, and will have air conditioning provided by split system heat pumps and exhaust will vent vertically through the roof.
6. Outdoor Spaces: In order to minimize noise sensitive uses, there will be no balconies or outside gathering spaces with seating.

Mitigation Plan
	The building will be built according the specifications which includes the mitigation measures to reduce interior noise. The specifications will be reviewed and approved by the plans reviewer at the City of Bremerton and inspected by the Building Inspectors for the City of Bremerton. Block Grant staff will confirm with the City that the measures are included in the construction and will do a final walk through of the building and site. Construction will begin in the fall of 2020 and is anticipated to be complete in October 2021. The HOME funding agreement will include conditions regarding the noise attenuation measures for construction.
