	The Subject Property is located at 7200 Heards Lane in Galveston, Galveston County, Texas. The Subject Property includes one rectangular parcel, identified by the Galveston County Appraisal District as Property ID 114843, totaling approximately 7.755 acres. The Subject Property is located in the northeast quadrant of the intersection of Heards Lane and 73rd Street. The Subject Property is bound to the north by single-family residences (2-17 Clara Barton Lane). 	The Subject Property is improved with a 192-unit multifamily residential complex, including 14 two-story, concrete slab-on-grade apartment buildings. Additional structures and amenities include a single-story clubhouse/leasing office building, a maintenance shop/boiler building, a single-story children's center building, a laundry building, a half basketball court, a playground and an in-ground swimming pool with an associated equipment/pump building. There are no basements present beneath the structures. The improvements were reportedly constructed in 1979 and renovated in 2011 following damage caused by Hurricane Ike. Areas of the Subject Property surrounding the building include concrete-paved surface parking areas and access drives, concrete walkways, and landscaping. The Subject Property is seeking refinancing of an existing facility with repairs beyond routine maintenance. No ground disturbance activities, new construction or substantial rehabilitation are proposed for the Subject Property at this time.
