	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Maricopa County Housing Improvements Program will utilize HOME and CDBG funds to improve owner-occupied housing of low-income residents of Maricopa County. The projects will include both major and minor rehabilitation, including reconstruction of single family structures. The project will provide rehabilitation services including, but not limited to repair or installation of hardscaping, repair or installation of exterior siding and stucco, roof replacement, installation of solar panels, replacement of windows and doors, installation of new drywall and ceilings, installation of flooring, rebuilding stairs or installation of access ramps, substantial kitchen and bathroom remodel, replacement of HVAC equipment, repair or installation of electric systems or installation of new electric service connections, and repair or installation of water or waste water services including septic systems. The Site Specific projects will take place in the following areas: Maricopa Urban County, including County islands and Unincorporated areas, and the municipalities of Buckeye, Cave Creek, El Mirage, Fountain Hills, Gila Bend, Goodyear, Guadalupe, Litchfield Park, Tolleson, Wickenburg, and Youngtown, AZ. The rehabilitation cost of homes located in a 100 year floodplain shall not equal or exceed 50% of the pre-rehab value. The program is administrated by the Housing and Community Development Division, which utilizes a the procured contractor for Maricopa County's REHAB Programs. The contractor is responsible for program management services for the rehabilitation, emergency repair/replacement and modification programs. Their scope work includes home assessment/initial walk-through; provide any testing required; determine and write-up the scope of work to be performed; review the scope of work with the client; administer competitive bid processes; assist homeowner in the review and acceptance of bids; conduct contract execution closings with the contractor and the client; ensure registration of all contractors and subcontractors on SAM.gov, proper licensing, insurance and bonding of the contractor; Coordinate relocation of tenant (if applicable); schedule repair activities, and coordinate and supervise field repair personnel, conduct interim and final inspections; Request approval for change orders; Send completed job to MCHIP coordinator for payment reimbursement. Estimated HOME funding is $800,000 from July 2020-June 2025 for 10 units. Estimated CDBG funding is $1,000,000 from July 2020-June 2025 for 20 units.
