	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The proposed project's intended program is a three-story, elevator-served, multifamily apartment building. The project will include 60 units - 40 one bedrooms and 20 two bedrooms. The program will also include a residential lobby, property management office, advantage services office, common laundry room, community room, computer room, and secured entrances. The ground floor exterior includes an outdoor seating area and landscaped planting areas. The project includes approximately 97 surface parking sapces for resident and visitor use. The project also includes demolition of tree existing structures: 1. 165 South Owasso Boulevard - single family home being used as a rental property; purchased by current Owner in 1985; first mortgage against the property shows up in 1978 so mostly likely built in late 70's 2. 3029 Rice Street - single family home built around 1953 (warranty deed against the property)- currently vacant 3. 3033 Rice Street- single family home built around 1952 (warranty deed against the property) - homesteaded by current Owner who is selling all of the parcels - they will move before purchase



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	The City of Roseville's 2040 Comprehensive Plan identifies the encouragement and support of the development of active adult, age-restricted rentals as the second most important housing priority for the City of Roseville. Their City Housing Needs Assessment, conducted by Maxfield Research, Inc. in 2018, calls for 166 units of active adult affordable or active adult subsizided units needed between 2018 and 2032. Additionally, that same report states that vacancy rates for subsidized active adult rentals is 0% - showing pent up demand for this product in the market. As mentioned in #1, Roseville has a large and growing senior population and needs more affordable, age-restricted housing. The goal of Owasso Gardens is to provide an affordable option for seniors in Roseville and the surrounding area.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The demographic data indicates that general population and households and senior population and  households are expected to increase in both the PMA and the MSA through the date of market entry and  2023. Income limits for the Subject's affordable units will be $16,860 to $40,000, assuming no subsidies  are in place. Overall, a sufficient pool of income-qualified senior renters exist within both the PMA and MSA.  A greater percentage of senior renter households in the PMA have incomes in the lowest income cohorts  relative to total renter households in the PMA. All of the aforementioned trends suggest a need for additional  senior rental units in the PMA and bode well for the Subject.  The major employers in Roseville are primarily concentrated within the public administration, retail trade,  finance/insurance, healthcare/social assistance, accommodation/food services, construction, and  professional/scientific/technology service industries. The notable amount of healthcare employers provides  stability to the local economy. As of March 2019, total employment in the MSA has increased by 0.7 percent  year-over-year, which is below that of the nation, which increased by 1.0 percent during the same time  period. Total employment locally exceeded pre-recessionary levels in 2013, while the nation reached prerecessionary  levels in 2014. The unemployment rate increased by 0.4 percentage points from March 2018  to March 2019. The 2019 YTD average unemployment within the MSA is 3.5 percent, which is lower than  the unemployment rate of 3.9 percent in the nation during the same time period. Overall, we believe the  local economy has a strong employment base and a positive long term prognosis, as it has recovered from  the recent recession faster than the nation, and continues to experience strong employment growth coupled  with low and declining unemployment.
