	The Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) will assist communities that have been or are likely to be affected by foreclosed and abandoned properties and provides affordable housing opportunities and housing market stabilization, for the benefit of low- and moderate-income New Mexicans. The program provides funding to service providers for acquisition, rehabilitation, and sale/rent of properties to residents and will maintain the same use of the building. The NSP1 and NSP3 program funds will be offered in Bernalillo and Dona Ana counties. Approximately 25 homes will be rehabilitated. Tier 2 site specific reviews will be completed for those laws and authorities not addressed in the tier 1 broad review for each address under this program when addresses become known. The total estimated cost of the program is $3,526,506 (NSP1 $1,526,506 and NSP3 $2,000,000). This environmental review is for the NSP3 funds.
