	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Project involves various physical improvements to an existing food pantry located within a former catholic church in the hamlet of Colden. Improvements include: upgrading electrical; replacement of roof; purchaser of new refrigerators and freezers, installation of a new generator; installation of a/c unit; replacement of outdated furnace. Also, former parsonage house that sits adjacent to the food pantry site will be demolished. Parsonage has sustained years of neglect and now poses a health and safety hazard with a compromised foundation, and severe water and animal damage from years of sitting vacant.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	This project provides for much needed upgrades to an existing food pantry which services low-income persons from various municipalities in eastern and southern Erie County. Outdated freezers and refrigerators will be replaced so that food is stored within the proper guidelines. Additional shelving will be purchased to expand the capacity of the organization. Outdated electrical and hvac systems will also be upgraded and replaced to ensure continued and safe operations at the location. Finally, demolition of the existing and severely dilapidated parsonage house that sits adjacent to the project site will remove a health and safety hazard, and also allow for increased turnaround room for delivery trucks bringing food deliveries to the pantry.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The project site is located within the hamlet of the Town of Colden, located in rural Erie County. This rural hamlet has some basic amenities such as restaurants, post office, a smaller corner store, and other professional offices located throughout. The hamlet is approximately 20 miles south-east of the City of Buffalo. The Town of Colden is predominantly rural-residential in nature. There are some agricultural operations within the Town. The project serves low-income persons from various neighboring municipalities, in addition to low-income residents of the Town.

Cumulative Impact Analysis [24 CFR 58.32]: 
	Project involves upgrades and rehabilitation in-kind on an existing food pantry. There is no increase in size or capacity planned at this time. Demolition of the former parsonage house will yield a vacant, grassed site. There are no expansion plans at this time for the food pantry. However, should anything change in the future and the pantry wish to expand their operations and utilize this vacant adjacent site, no environmental constraints are present and there are no foreseeable negative impacts to the environment.

	Project involves replacement in-kind at an existing food pantry. The demolition aspect of this project has been cleared by NYSHPO. No other alternative actions were proposed.


	
No Action Alternative [24 CFR 58.40(e)] 
	Should this project not be funded, the food pantry will continue to operate with outdated and inefficient mechanical and refrigerator/freezer systems that utilize more electricity and are not as reliable. Also, if the parsonage is not demolished, it will continue to deteriorate and pose even more of a health and safety issue to the surrounding community. The foundation of the building is already severely water damaged and is structurally unsafe as it currently stands.



Summary of Findings and Conclusions: 
	A good portion of the requested funds is for purchase of expanded food storage equipment to serve the daily needs of the pantry. The various other elements are either replacement in kind (roof, furnace) to preserve the physical structure of the site, or new items (a/c, generator) that will keep the food pantry open during power outages and help with food storage in summer months. There may be minimum negative impacts during the demolition phase of this project; however, these impacts are short-term and not of a magnitude that are considered to be significant. The entire scope of demolition work will be performed in accordance with NYSDOL, OSHA, EPA and NYSDEC requirements with respect to any potential asbestos or lead based paint containing materials identified prior to demolition. Air monitoring will be provided during demolition to protect neighboring residences. Demolition wastes will be recycled, where possible, to reduce solid waste generation and disposal impacts. Construction waste that cannot be recycled will be disposed of in a licensed landfill. Traffic flows on local and adjacent streets will be temporarily impacted by construction activity over the short term as will air quality due to dust generated by construction equipment. No construction related wastes will be discharged to sanitary/storm sewers and contractor will promptly clean up any spills to protect against groundwater infiltration. No other environmental constraints exist on or adjacent to project location.     The project will have a very positive impact and provide for much needed upgrades to one of the few food pantries serving rural and southern Erie County. Upgraded and expanded food storage capability will greatly help those individuals currently utilizing the pantry, and also reach more low and moderate-income individuals in need. Positive community benefits outweigh any short-term, construction-related nuisances.     No significant adverse impacts were noted during project scoping. Benefits outweigh any temporary, minor, construction-related nuisances.
