	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The District of Columbia (DC) Department of Energy and Environment (DOEE) is a leader in advancing lead-safe, healthy, and energy-efficient housing for the over 700,000 residents of DC through collaborative programs, federal grants, and partnerships. DOEE will use the experiences and lessons gained from the DC Department of Housing and Community Development's (DHCD) past performance on the District's recent lead hazard control grant from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) to implement a retooled Lead Reduction Program (LRP). The target area is all of DC. Lead is a principal concern in DC. Analysis of American Community Survey data shows that just under 80% of the District housing stock was built before 1978. Furthermore, 16.2% of District residents live in poverty compared to 11.8% nationally. Given the widespread presence of pre-1978 housing in the District (97,383 homes), often in minority and socioeconomically disadvantaged communities, there is a clear need to fund targeted strategies to identify and remediate lead exposure. The goal for this program grant is to perform lead inspection and risk assessments in 220 units, address lead-based paint hazards and clearances for 190 units, and relocate 95 households if deemed necessary. The units can be in single-family or multifamily buildings. Grant funds will be available for eligible low to very low income households within DC where a child under 6 resides with or without an elevated blood lead level or a pregnant woman and identifiable lead hazard. DOEE may approve funding up to $11,000 per dwelling unit to remove or encapsulate lead hazards and up to $800 per dwelling unit to perform lead inspection and risk assessments (LIRA). Furthermore, up to $2,250 may be awarded to relocate clients as necessary for up to 10 days. The actual amount awarded will be determined on a project-by-project basis, taking into account the total cost for appropriate hazard reduction activities and the availability of other funding resources. Each of the three sub-grantees will address five identified Healthy Home risks in 30 to 60 units with a unit cost of $5,000. The LRP work flow will begin with a referral from LSHHD to EECB of households with children under six years of age with a documented and confirmed EBLL (greater than or equal to 5 micrograms per deciliter (µg/dL), CDC's reference level for lead exposure). To qualify for the program, the household must have a child age six or under in residence, a child age six or under visiting for a significant amount of time (defined as at least three hours a day on two separate days a week and a total of 60 hours per year), or a pregnant woman in residence. The property must have been built before 1978 and must have a dust-lead level greater than or equal to the action level of 10 µg/sf for floors and/or >= 100 µg/sf for windowsills as per PG 2017-01. The work will be performed by LSHHD approved lead licensed contractors. The LRP will be able to evaluate its outreach efforts by the following measurable goals: a) increased awareness on the part of the community about lead-based paint poisoning, specifically childhood lead poisoning as measured by pre and post workshop questionnaires; b) number of lead screenings conducted for children under six years of age; c) number of workers, contractors and risk assessors licensed by the District; and d) other factors relevant to the outreach effort. This task will include assisting contractors and workers in obtaining state certification.

A copy of the flood insurance policy declaration must be kept in the Project file and provided to the Environmental Review Officer for the LEAD Program for uploading into HEROS."

	A site visit will be conducted to document if there are visible dumps, landfills, industrial sites or other locations containing or releasing toxic/hazardous/radioactive materials, chemicals or hazardous wastes on or near the subject site. On-site conditions will be documented via written summary and photographs of the environs. The ADEQ UST/LUST and EPA NEPAssist GIS databases will be accessed for facility records one-mile surrounding the Project site. For any regulated facility within the one-mile radius, currently in regulatory non-compliance status, per NEPAssist, an "ECHO-detailing report" will be completed to determine the nature of facility non-compliance and potential for pathways of contamination to the Project site. If pathways of contamination exist from the non-compliant facility, the site-specific activity will be denied HUD assistance. Approved site-specific activities will be approved with the condition: "Identified lead-based paint hazards, soil and/or dust indicated on the property's Lead Inspection & Risk Assessment (LIRA) Report will be mitigated through interim controls, hazard abatement or a combination thereof and verified by a post-mitigation Lead Clearance Report."

	Section 106 review of the potential for Project activities to impact historic properties will occur through delegated Section 106 authority to the District. Project activity information will be submitted to the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) for concurrence, primarily to its Architectural Historian (but also where necessary its Archaeologist), with any finding of non-potential for impact to historic structures. Project activities initially determined by SHPO to have an Adverse Effect on historic structures will undergo Scope-of-Work modification to achieve a No Adverse Effect outcome prior to Project activity approval. Activities that will have an Adverse Effect outcome will be denied HUD funding. Although highly unlikely, Project activities that may impact cultural resources will undergo archaeological monitoring by the SHPO Archaeologist during completion of Project activities, as will be stipulated as part of Project activity approval. Section 106 review will be documented on a custom historic/archaeological site-specific review form and on other Project documents when needed, and through completion of a SHPO Certificate of No Effect document and, where necessary, SHPO Archaeological Monitoring reports.
