	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Granville Towers Urban Renewal Associates will use $250,000 in FY 2020 HOME funds for rehab and maintenance activities at the Granville Towers, 1 Church Street, Keansburg, NJ 07734. Monmouth County HOME funds are expected to cover the cost of rehabs and repairs to two studio and two one-bedroom units. Improvements consist of installing new windows, installing wall PTAC units to eliminate window AC units to create more efficient heating system for each unit. Granville Towers is a multifamily 81 unit apartment building which consists of 21 studios and 59 one- bedroom apartments. The units are primarily occupied by the elderly and disabled, 38 units are occupied by elderly, 36 are occupied by disabled, and five are occupied by individuals with HIV/AIDS. RPM constructing will oversee the construction and manage the subcontracting work. Ingles Architecture and Engineering is responsible for creating the plans and specifications. Improvements are focused on energy efficiency, heating and cooling, cosmetics, and general repairs. The project will perform improvements to the energy efficiency of the units by replacing and installing new windows, installing wall PTAC units to eliminate window AC units, and create more efficient heating systems for each unit, and repair the curtain wall in select locations. The entire scope of work at the site will not be funded by Monmouth County Home funds. With other funds the applicant will carry out other work throughout the building. Cosmetic improvements will be performed on vacant units and will consist of activities ranging from the replacement of kitchen cabinets and counters, bathroom vanities, appliances and plumbing fixtures in bathrooms and kitchens. Other cosmetic improvements will be made in common areas and including new flooring, repainting, and renovations to the community room including new furniture, and building Wi-Fi. General improvements and repairs include updating the firm alarm and access control system, masonry repairs such as sidewalk replacement and brick re-pointing, repaving the parking lot, repairs to the roof, and upgrades to the electrical service.

During the site reconnaissance AEI observed what appeared to be the associated vent pipe at the northwest corner of the building. Subsequently, AEI completed a Phase II at the subject property on August 6, 2016. The purpose of the survey was to confirm the location and approximate dimensions of the current UST as well as the closed-in-place UST. Three borings, SB-1, SB-2, and SB-3 were advanced at the subject property in the vicinity of the in-use diesel UST and the closed-in-place UST for the collection of soil samples. Additionally, boring SB-2 was converted into a temporary well point for the collection of a groundwater sample. The results of the soil investigation indicated none of the collected samples contained compounds at concentrations greater than their respective NJDEP standards. The groundwater sample from the temporary well point was found to contain one compound, naphthalene, at a concentration below its respective Class II-A groundwater criterion. Based on the sampling results obtained, AEI does not recommend any further investigation at this time. However, the closed in place UST is considered an HREC and the Phase II and I recommended its removal. The UST was removed in 2019. After removal, soil testing indicated that EPH concentrations were well below the most-stringent NJDEP SRSs, consistent with the visual observation and field screening results that indicated no evidence of a release from the UST. Based on these findings. AEI recommends no further action at this time. Due to the age of the subject property building, there is a potential that ACMs are present. At the request of the client, six suspect ACM samples were collected during the Phase I ESA site visit. The sampling was limited and does not comply with a full AHERA or NESHAP survey. None of the samples contained detectable quantities of asbestos. Regardless, based on the potential presence of ACMs, AEI recommends the implementation of an O&M Plan for asbestos which stipulates that the repair and maintenance of damaged materials should be performed to protect the health and safety of the building occupants. In the event that building renovation or demolition activities are planned, an asbestos survey focusing on the damaged materials and adhering to AHERA sampling protocol should be performed prior to demolition or renovation. An O&M Plan for lead based paint is also planned. With mitigation, identified in the mitigation section of this review, the project will be in compliance with contamination and toxic substances requirements.

The results of the soil investigation indicated none of the collected samples contained compounds at concentrations greater than their respective NJDEP standards. The groundwater sample from the temporary well point was found to contain one compound, naphthalene, at a concentration below its respective Class II-A groundwater criterion. Based on the sampling results obtained, AEI does not recommend any further investigation at this time. However, the closed in place UST is considered an HREC and the Phase II and I recommended its removal. The UST was removed in 2019. After removal, soil testing indicated that EPH concentrations were well below the most-stringent NJDEP SRSs, consistent with the visual observation and field screening results that indicated no evidence of a release from the UST. Based on these findings. AEI recommends no further action at this time. Due to the age of the subject property building, there is a potential that ACMs are present. At the request of the client, six suspect ACM samples were collected during the Phase I ESA site visit. The sampling was limited and does not comply with a full AHERA or NESHAP survey. None of the samples contained detectable quantities of asbestos. Regardless, based on the potential presence of ACMs, AEI recommends the implementation of an O&M Plan for asbestos which stipulates that the repair and maintenance of damaged materials should be performed to protect the health and safety of the building occupants. In the event that building renovation or demolition activities are planned, an asbestos survey focusing on the damaged materials and adhering to AHERA sampling protocol should be performed prior to demolition or renovation. An O&M Plan for lead based paint is also planned. With mitigation, identified in the mitigation section of this review, the project will be in compliance with contamination and toxic substances requirements.
