This project is categorically exempt from environmental review under section 58.35(a)(3). 2. CDBG Residential Rehabilitation, allocation of FY20($277,353) & FY19($130,164) to provide code and insipient code improvements to low and moderate-income homeowners. Limited to the corporate city limits of Decatur. This project is categorically excluded from environmental review under section 58.35(a)(3)(i). 3. CDBG Emergency Rehabilitation, allocation of FY20($50,000) & FY19($25,000) to address emergency, potentially life-threatening systems (Primarily replacement of HVAC systems) for low to moderate income homeowners. Limited to the corporate city limits of Decatur. This project is categorically excluded from environmental review under section 58.35(a)(3). 4. 	An airport map will be provided that shows the distance of project area to the nearest airport. If the site is located within 2,500 feet of a civilian airport or 15,000 ft of a military airport, we will verify if the project is in the Accident Potential Zone (APZ) or Runway Protection Zone/Clear Zone (RPZ/CZ). If the site is in a designated APZ, document consistency with DOD Land Use Compatibility Guidelines. If the site is in a designated RPZ/CZ and since the project does not involve any facilities that will be frequently occupied or used by people, obtain a determination of such and a written assurance from the airport operator that there are no plans to purchase the land as part of a RPZ/CZ program. If the site is in a designated RPZ/CZ and the project involves the acquisition or sale of an existing property that will be frequently used or occupied by people, then ensure that a notice is sent to prospective buyers and signed by the prospective buyer. The EPA and the Census information as well the Census tracts and the Opportunity Zone information will be utilized in order to determine Environmental Justice. The neighborhoods and individuals that will be potentially affected will be given a chance to comment and provide feedback on the potential projects. These projects are restricted to the demolition of existing, abandoned, unsafe, blighted residential units located within the corporate city limits of Decatur. We will review land use plans, census information and the U.S. EPA Environmental Justice webpage (EJ View). Consider local government sources such as the health department or school district that may be more current or focused on the neighborhood as their unit of analysis.
