	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The proposed project will add 40 new affordable living units for seniors age 55 and older. The project will be located in an amenity-rich part of Cheyenne near shopping, transportation and healthcare options. The site is currently located next to an existing multi-family apartment building built in 2017 for families. The development site is vacant and no demolition or relocation will be required. The site is also currently zoned for multi-family. Unit rents will be restricted at 30%, 45% and 50% with incomes at 30%, 50% and 55% of median income. The project will feature a single three-story energy efficient, building with an elevator and amenities designed for seniors. Amenities include a community room, onsite laundry facilities, a fitness room and outdoor space will be provided for gardening. Unit interiors will have open floor plans and include high efficiency appliances and lighting.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	The proposed project will fill a growing need for affordable senior living in Cheyenne. As indicated in the market study, the senior population aged 55 and older is growing at a faster rate than the general population as a whole in both the City of Cheyenne and the Primary Market Area. In 2020, senior households account for 44% of all households in Cheyenne. That number is expected to continue rising according to the market study. Cheyenne currently averages a 0% vacancy in senior tax credit projects in the market, many containing wait lists. The proposed project will satisfy an enormous need in the community for appropriate senior housing.  The alternative to this project being funded and built would be that many seniors would continue to be either overburdened by market rate units, continue to wait on existing project wait lists, or reside in housing not designed and catered to the needs of seniors.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	There is a 0% vacancy rate in the City of Cheyenne for affordable senior housing. The population of seniors in Wyoming and in Cheyenne is expected to continue growing and it is crucial to the community that there is adequate housing to meet the needs of seniors entering the market in Cheyenne.
