	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Legacy Trail will include 56 units of senior (55+) affordable housing located in the City of Semmes. This $10.2 million investment will be financed through a blend of sources including low income housing tax credits and HOME funds issued by AHFA and Mobile County as well as a low-interest loan from United Community Bank. The community will be located at 9058 Church Street, with excellent access to a number of services, including a Winn-Dixie grocery store, public library, multiple pharmacies, and post office, all within walking distance of the site. Additionally, the Semmes Senior Center is less than a 2-mile drive from the project site. The development will feature two residential buildings consisting of 24 units per building. The residential buildings will consist of 12 1-bedroom units and 36 2-bedroom units. The property will also have a centrally located, standalone community building with approximately 2,400 square feet and including amenities designed to promote social interaction and active lifestyles. In addition, 5% of the units at Legacy Trail will be readily accessible to individuals with mobility impairments, and an additional 2% will be accessible to individuals with sensory impairments.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	The purpose of the development is to build affordable, senior housing in an under-served area of Mobile County. The Mobile Urban County 2020-2024 Consolidated Plan included development/preservation of affordable rental housing as a high level priority. CHAS data used in development of this plan indicates that rental housing affordability is the most widespread need in the County. The proposed project will help address this high level need.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	According to the 2014 City of Semmes Comprehensive Plan that was prepared by Thompson Engineering and Watermark Design, the 2000 U.S. Census indicated that the total population in the Semmes Zip Code was estimated to be 15,389 people and in 2010 the total population grew to 18,345 people. (City of Semmes Comprehensive Plan, page 8). The Comprehensive Plan also indicated that the City was incorporated in 2011 with a population of 2,897 and grew to 3,115 in 2012. (City of Semmes Comprehensive Plan, page 8). According to the United States Census Bureau's American Community Survey (ACS) 2019 5-year Estimated (TableID:S0101), the City of Semmes is estimated to have a total population of 5,288 people with a median age of 50.1 years. The ACS also estimates that 2,253 people (42.6%) are over 55 years of age.

The project site consists of densely overgrown land covered with pine trees and low-lying shrubs. PPM made a good faith effort to enter the site within our abilities based on the overgrowth present. A thorough investigation of the property was not conducted due to the interior portions of the property being inaccessible without clearing. Based on observations made during the site visit and based on information provided by the USFWS, no wetland areas are located on the property.    The species listed by the USFWS as having the potential to occur in the project area are the Gopher Tortoise (Gopherusa Polyphemus), Black Pine Snake (Pituophis melanoleucus lodingi), Eastern Indigo Snake (Drymarchon corais couperi), and Wood Stork (Mycteriaq Americana). The project site densely overgrown is not a suitable habitat for the Gopher Tortoise.
