	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	There are a number of homes and neighborhoods in the City of Orlando that are in need of repairs and/or remodeling. As the existing housing stock continues to age, many low income households are left with costly repairs. This program offers to income qualified homeowners the option to stay in their home and receive necessary repairs to keep the property maintained. Work includes electrical, plumbing, bathroom updating, flooring, window replacement, landscaping and roofing. These repairs will enable the elderly, disabled, and veterans to stay in their homes. All these items help make home environments safer, more inhabitable and allow older residents to age in place. The program also offers to aid elderly and handicapped residents to have greater movement and/or accessibility. This program is anticipated to run for 5 years with a total estimated funding amount of $1,000,000 over the course of the project with approximately 100 households served. The Environmental Review Record will be updated each year with the new grant number and funding amount.

None of the City lies within the Wekiva River Protection Area, this area is considerably north of the City, even beyond possible areas of annexation due to the majority of the protection area being within Seminole County. There is a small portion of the northwest section of the City that does fall within the Wekiva Study Area, however, based on the scope of the project the project will not impact the Wekiva River. The project will not have direct and adverse impacts within the wild and scenic river boundaries, it will not invade or unreasonable diminish the river, or have adverse impacts on the natural cultural, and/or recreational values of the National Rivers Inventory (NRI) segment. The project consists of rehabilitation of existing structures with no footprint expansion or land use conversions. The project is within compliance of the Wild and Scenic Rivers Act of 1968.

	Airport Hazards

	
	
	In order to achieve compliance with section 24 CFR 51, Subpart D, each proposed property will be evaluated for any potential airport hazards. Each property will be evaluated on its proximity to any active airports and information will be provided noting whether it is located in an Accident Potential Zone (APZ) or Runway Protection Zone/Clear Zone (RPZ/CZ).

	Flood Insurance

	
	
	In order to achieve compliance with the Flood Disaster Protection Act of 1973, the City will ensure that all structures that receive CDBG assistance for rehabilitation activities are either located outside of the 100 year floodplain/floodway or the participating household will require flood insurance for the life of the structure. The City will review the most recent FEMA floodplain maps to determine whether flood insurance is required. Evidence of flood insurance by NFIP will be required before funds are released for any properties located within a floodplain or floodway.

	Contamination and Toxic Substances

	
	
	In order to achieve compliance with the Contamination and Toxic Substances policy the City will ensure all properties that receive CDBG assistance will be free of hazardous materials, contamination, toxic chemicals, toxic gases, and radioactive substances where a hazard could affect the health and safety of the occupants or conflict with the intended utilization of the property. Each individual residential property will be reviewed for potential on-site and nearby hazards in accordance with the regulations based on the level of repair/rehabilitation proposed. Depending on the age of a structure, lead testing will be conducted for each structure built in or prior to 1978.

	Endangered Species

	
	
	The project is not expected to impact any endangered species based on the project objectives since the proposed work will be conducted on existing improved residential parcels. However, there is a potential that trees may need to be trimmed or removed or potential underground utility repairs may be conducted for the health, safety, and welfare of the household occupants. Each property and preliminary scope of work will be reviewed for compliance with The Endangered Species Act of 1973 (16 U.S.C. 1531 et seq.). Consultation with Florida Fish and Wild will be conducted if required.

	Floodplain Management

	
	
	In order to achieve compliance with Executive Order 11988, Floodplain Management, the City will review each site based on the proposed activities to determine if there will be any potential impacts to floodplains/floodways. The City will review the most recent FEMA floodplain maps and document accordingly. The city will avoid direct and/or indirect impacts to floodplains to the extent practicable. Based on the nature of the project, it is unlikely that any floodplains or floodways will be impacted by this work, but if necessary, the site-specific review will follow the necessary procedures and document compliance.

	Historic Preservation

	
	
	The City will ensure compliance with the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966 by conducting a site visit and reviewing property records and master site files for each property that is ready for funding. After the initial review, potentially historic properties will receive review by the City's Historic Preservation Officer to determine if the project will impact the structure. Finally the City will send documents and a determination to the State Historic Preservation Office for a concurrence letter. In addition, if ground disturbance is required based on the scope of work, impacted Tribes will be consulted. Tribes will be determined using the TDAT system.

	Noise Abatement and Control

	
	
	The City will ensure compliance with the Noise Abatement and Control policies by assessing and documenting transportation noise sources, including roads, railroads, and airports within the HUD-specified distances from the subject property. The City will provide sound attenuation where possible based on applicability and cost for properties that have greater than 65 dB of combined noise from these sources.

	Wetlands Protection

	
	
	The City will review each individual site to ensure compliance with Executive Order 11990. The City will review each property to see if the property is encumbered with a wetland. If the property is encumbered with a wetland and requires any significant ground disturbance, the project will be reviewed in accordance with Executive Order 11990 and if required that the proposed actions will include all practicable measures to minimize harm to wetlands.
