	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Homeowners are at risk of health and safety hazards when their roofs are significantly damaged. Cost-burdened households typically can't address big repairs like roof replacements on their homes creating maintenance issues that could exacerbate overtime. Maintaining the existing housing stock is a priority of the City, the 2016 - 2020 City of Orlando Consolidated Plan calls for the need to "Develop and preserve decent, safe, and affordable rental and owner-occupied housing." When a roof is seriously damaged, it is the first priority for the upkeep of the entire home. No substantial interior repairs will remain intact if the interior is affected by water leaks, mold, mildew and pests entering the home through the roof. A well installed roof and insulation can provide significant safety and health improvements, as well as energy efficiency, thereby reducing monthly utility costs. This project is especially important to individuals with disabling conditions and those wishing to age in place. To assist the City of Orlando to develop and preserve affordable housing inventory and enable families and individuals to remain in their homes despite their financial inability to replace damaged and hazardous roofs, Habitat for Humanity Greater Orlando & Osceola County proposes to replace deteriorating roofs and any other associated repairs on homes in the City of Orlando for income-eligible households. This program is anticipated to run for 5 years with a total estimated funding amount of $875,000 over the course of the project with approximately 100 households served. The Environmental Review Record will be updated each year with the new grant number and funding amount.

There is a small portion of the northwest section of the City that does fall within the Wekiva Study Area, however, based on the scope of the project, the project will not impact the Wekiva River. The project will not have direct and adverse impacts within the wild and scenic river boundaries, it will not invade or unreasonable diminish the river, or have adverse impacts on the natural cultural, and/or recreational values of the NRI segment. 	Airport Hazards

	
	
	In order to achieve compliance with section 24 CFR 51, Subpart D, each proposed property will be evaluated for any potential airport hazards. Each property will be evaluated on its proximity to any active airports and information will be provided noting whether it is located in an Accident Potential Zone (APZ) or Runway Protection Zone/Clear Zone (RPZ/CZ).

	Flood Insurance

	
	
	In order to achieve compliance with the Flood Disaster Protection Act of 1973, the City will ensure that all structures that receive CDBG assistance for rehabilitation activities are either located outside of the 100 year floodplain or floodway, or the participating household will require flood insurance for the life of the structure. The City will review the most recent FEMA floodplain maps to determine whether flood insurance is required. Evidence of flood insurance by NFIP will be required before funds are released for properties located within a floodplain or floodway.

	Contamination and Toxic Substances

	
	
	In order to achieve compliance with the Contamination and Toxic Substances policy the City will ensure all properties that receive CDBG assistance will be free of hazardous materials, contamination, toxic chemicals and gases, and radioactive substances where a hazard could affect the health and safety of the occupants or conflict with the intended utilization of the property. Each individual residential property will be reviewed for potential on-site and nearby hazards in accordance with the regulations based on the level of work proposed for each site.

	In order to achieve compliance with Executive Order 11988, Floodplain Management, the City will review each site based on the proposed activities to determine if there will be any potential impacts to floodplains/floodways. The City will review the most recent FEMA floodplain maps and document accordingly. The city will avoid direct and/or indirect impacts to floodplains to the extent practicable. Based on the nature of the project, it is unlikely that any floodplains or floodways will be impacted by this work, but if necessary, compliance will be appropriately reviewed and documented through the site-specific review.

	Historic Preservation

	
	
	The City will ensure compliance with the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966 by conducting a site visit, reviewing property records and master site files for each property that is ready for funding. After the initial review, potentially historic properties will receive review by the City's Historic Preservation Officer to determine if the project will have any impact on the structure. Finally the City will send documents and a determination to the State Historic Preservation Office for a concurrence letter.

	Noise Abatement and Control

	
	
	The City will ensure compliance with the Noise Abatement and Control policies by assessing and documenting transportation noise sources, including roads, railroads, and airports within the HUD-specified distances from the subject property. The City will provide sound attenuation where possible based on applicability and cost for properties that have greater than 65 dB of combined noise from these sources.
