	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The project involves the demolition of the existing structures at 2491 Baldwin Avenue, Cleveland, Ohio 44104. Following the demolition three phases of construction will take place. The first phase will involve 65 residential units to be constructed on parcel 12135001 followed by 91 units and finally 193 units.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	CMHA is submitting this project to the HUD Special Applications Center (SAC), for the proposed demolition of the existing structures with the intent to rebuild multifamily structures on the property. The structure will provide much needed housing for low income residents in the area.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The subject property consists of sixty (60) two and three-story apartment structures with partial basements constructed in 1939, and one (1) one to three-story administration/community center building constructed in 1939 and 2011. The subject property structures contain a total of 487 residential dwelling units and are situated on approximately 30.48 acres of land. The subject property contains a gross building area of approximately 1,327,708 square feet. In addition, located at the subject property are one (1) single-story garage structure and five (5) single-story boiler structures. Located within the administration/community center building are leasing offices, common areas, meeting rooms, kitchens, an auditorium, a computer room, locker rooms, and restrooms. Located within one (1) of the apartment buildings is a maintenance shop. Exterior property improvements include eight (8) playgrounds, a play park, a fitness area, landscaped regions and asphalt parking areas.

However, the pipeline is not depicted in the National Pipeline Mapping System (NPMS) Public Map Viewer accessed at https://pvnpms.phmsa.dot.gov/PublicViewer/, which depicts nationwide transportation pipelines. According to HUD guidelines, All parts of any structure must be at least 10 feet from the outer boundary of the easement  for any high-pressure gas or liquid petroleum transportation pipeline D3G contacted Mr. David Tidwell (330-664-2484) of Dominion Energy to obtain additional information regarding the natural gas pipeline; however, a response has not been received. Upon receipt of the response, D3G will forward this information as an addendum to this report. If no response is received or no material information is identified, our report will not be modified. Upon SAC approval, the subsequent demolition activities will effectively mitigate the safety concerns associated with the adjacent Dominion Energy natural gas pipeline. If the intended future use of the subject property involves residential housing, then D3G recommends an engineering report be completed by a registered professional engineer to evaluate the support structures engineered fall distance. No additional ''nuisances'' or ''hazards'' were observed at the subject property or surrounding properties during the site inspection. The proposed demolition activities will not result in any significant noise generation levels within the neighborhood. Demolition phase noise will be mitigated by standard procedures.

According to the Official Species List, 4 federally-listed threatened or endangered species have the potential to be present within the project area: Indiana Bat, Northern Long-eared Bat, Piping Plover, and Red Knot. No critical habitats were identified within the project area. An analysis of the habitat requirements of the identified species and the physical characteristics of the subject property indicate that there is no suitable habitat present for the Piping Plover and Red Knot, as detailed on the attached Species Conclusion Table. Therefore, the proposed undertaking will have No Effect on the Piping Plover, Red Knot, or federally-designated critical habitats. Given that trees are present on the currently developed subject property, potential suitable summer habitat exists at the subject property for the Indiana Bat (Myotis sodalis) and Northern Long-eared Bat (Myotis septentrionalis), as detailed in the attached Species Conclusion Table. As less than one (1) acre of trees will be removed in conjunction with the proposed demolition, the undertaking would not result in a significant loss of habitat for these species. However, in order to prevent adverse effects via incidental take, a time of year restriction (TOYR) for tree-clearing will be observed; all tree-clearing activities will occur between October 15 and March 31. Therefore, the proposed undertaking May Affect, but is Not Likely to Adversely Affect, the Indiana Bat and Northern Long-eared Bat. D3G submitted a determination letter to the appropriate state USFWS field office. According to a response dated November 4, 2019 from Ms. Patrice M. Ashfield, the proposed undertaking will have No Adverse Effect to Endangered Species and Critical Habitats. According to a biological assessment conducted on February 25, 2021 using the IPaC system, the proposed undertaking will have No Effect on the Piping Plover, Red Knot, or federally-designated critical habitats. The proposed undertaking May Affect, but is Not Likely to Adversely Affect, the Indiana Bat and Northern Long-eared Bat.

Future construction of residential properties will require mitigation measures related to noise to be implemented. CMHA will be required to comply with stipulations outlined in a MoA between CMHA, the Ohio State Historic Preservation Office, the Cleveland Restoration Society and the City of Cleveland signed March 16, 2021.
