	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Scattered Site Owner-Occupied Housing Rehabilitation: The purpose of this project is to provide full housing rehabilitation and emergency housing rehabilitation for low-to-moderate-income households and accessibility modifications for elderly and/or disabled low-to-moderate-income households in Arlington, Texas. The cost per unit for full rehabilitation generally does not exceed $24,500 per unit while the cost for emergency housing rehabilitation and architectural barrier removals generally does not exceed $5,000 per unit. It is estimated that approximately 65 households will be served per year resulting in 325 homes receiving assistance over the five (5) year period of the environmental review. Approximately 32% of the homes will receive full rehabilitation, 8% will receive architectural barrier removal and 59% will receive emergency repairs. The project will be funded with approximately $4,000,000 in CDBG and $2,3000,000 in HOME funds estimated to total $6,300,000 with total project costs estimated to be $7,058,600 over the five year period. Tier 2 site specific reviews will be completed for those laws and authorities not addressed in the Tier 1 broad review for each address under this program when addresses become known. The tiered environmental review is being set up for a five (5) year period as there has been insignificant changes to the program over recent years and projections indicate that there should be no significant changes going forward. The environmental review will be reviewed annually to ensure the scope of the target area hasn't changed, the list of activities evaluated for their environmental impacts hasn't changed, and the information contained in the environmental review is still current and relevant to the environmental findings that were made in the review.
