	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	This project provides funds to one or more local non-profit agencies in order to carry out a program of critical home repairs for low-income homeowners in Henrico County. Repairs generally focus on work that will prevent deterioration of the home or impact the health or safety of the occupants. From 2020-2025 it is anticipated that project:HOMES and other non-profit partners will complete up to 400 of these critical home repair projects. Exterior work on projects typically includes repair/replacement of roof, replacement or installation of hand rails on steps, repair/replacement of windows and/or doors. Occasionally plumbing repairs may involve ground disturbance; this would occur between the home and the street, typically to a depth of no more than 24" and in areas previously disturbed by construction of the home. Installation of hand rails involves ground disturbance of approximately 12" x"12 areas, 18" deep or less in areas previously disturbed by construction of the home. Any ground disturbance would occur in areas previously disturbed by construction of the home.
