	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The Community Development Owner-Occupied Housing Rehabilitation Program provides safe, decent and sanitary housing for low-income households within the city limits of Baytown. The program will also follow the environmental laws, authorities and standards as mandated by the Department of Housing and Urban Development. Community-wide, the program helps to stabilize neighborhoods and prevent blighted conditions by repairing (and including handicap/disabled modification if applicable) or reconstructing substandard, site-built, detached single-family homes. After a project is completed, the property either meets or exceeds local building and property maintenance codes. A deferred, five-year forgivable lien is placed on the property for the amount of CDBG funds spent. The goal for the 2020-2021 program year is to rehabilitate (and include handicap/disabled modifications if applicable) or reconstruct two (2) owner-occupied homes of low to moderate income households. Handicap/disabled modifications will not exceed $5,000 per project. Rehabilitation will not exceed $25,000 and reconstruction will not exceed $100,000 per project. The total budget for the Owner-Occupied Housing Rehabilitation Program is approximately $220,000. The Residential Sewer Line Repair/Replacement Program provides repair and/or replacement of private sewer lines for low to moderate income homeowners. The Public Works Department will test private sewer lines for deterioration. If deterioration is found, the program will repair or replace the decayed sewer line as needed. A deferred, five-year forgivable lien is placed on the property for the amount of CDBG funds spent. The goal for the 2020-2021 program year is to assist approximately six (6) low to moderate income households in the repair/replacement of their residential sewer lines. The total budget for the Residential Sewer Line Repair/Replacement Program is approximately $15,000.
