	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The proposed Phase VIII project would install approximately 1,600 LF of 8" C900 water main in the road right-of-way to replace the existing 4" transite water main. The work will take place along the entire stretch of 135th Place and extend west to connect at the southernmost existing fire hydrant on 136th Avenue. It is estimated that five (5) fire hydrants and two (2) water main shut-off valves as well as thirty three (33) b-boxes will also be installed. This project will also include the restoration of curb and gutter, driveways, sidewalk, and roadway that could be impacted during water main construction. It is also anticipated that the water service lines up to and including the b-boxes will also be replaced.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	The water main size is too small for the amount of customers connected to it. Therefore, the customers within the Lockport Heights Sanitary District are in need of a larger water main. Current health and safety issues result from an undersized water main, due to inadequate supply to existing fire hydrants. The current service lines must also be replaced because they may have been wrapped in lead or asbestos. The individuals that are being affected by this project, are within an LMI area, and therefore qualify for an LMI area benefit.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	If this project is not completed, current customers risk interruption in their water and sewer services. The current service lines are already leaking and are at the end of its useful life-cycle. This is a waste of water, and therefore need to be replaced as soon as possible to avoid safety concerns among the customers as well as the fire department since they will not have access to fire hydrants in that area.
