	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The proposed project is the replacement of an existing four-inch water main located within a three block stretch of Kankakee Street between Baltimore Street on the south and Canal Street on the north. The existing water main is corroded, undersized and outdated. The supply of water through the current main is not sufficient and many of the existing fire hydrants on the main do not operate because of its' current condition. Additionally, households connected to this main suffer from inadequate water pressure. The water main will be replaced with a new six-inch water main. Existing non-working fire hydrants will be replaced with modern hydrants. Additional hydrants will also be installed to increase fire protection capabilities in the area. Outdated service lines will be replaced between the new main and the individual b-boxes. It is suspected that some of the individual service lines may be constructed of lead piping. Replacement of any lead services within City right-of-way will be an additional benefit of the project.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	This project will address the needs of the water customers within an LMI area benefit in Wilmington, IL. Currently, the water main within the area is old and is no longer able to support the amount of customers currently on it. Also, many of the current fire hydrants do not work along this area, and therefore it poses a safety risk to the individuals that live there, as well as the fire department. Many of the old pipes that are going to be replaced may contain lead, this replacement will also allow for these pipes to be removed, as well as the risk of lead in the water system. This replacement will allow the current home owners to remain in their houses and have access to an efficient water supply.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	If this project is not completed, the fire hydrants along this stretch of Wilmington, IL will continue to be inoperable; and therefore pose a health and safety risk to the individuals on that street as well as the fire department. The old pipes also have the potential to risk high levels of lead within the water if not replaced. The current water main will not survive much longer to support current customers and hinder new growth and community development in the area.

	This project consists of a watermain replacement along Kankakee Street in Wilmington, IL. The existing water main will be replaced, and new fire hydrants will be added to the area to increase capacity. This project will help benefit the community by: providing an increase to water capacity, adequate water access, and an increase in public safety from the addition of new, working fire hydrants. No significant impacts were detected, and there are no negative impacts to the area. The addition of new fire hydrants as well as the water main replacement will be beneficial to the community.
