	The single-family rehab program will provide decent, safe and affordable housing for low- to moderate-income people in order to help revitalize St. Louis and produce economically mixed neighborhoods. Program will consist of major rehabilitation of vacant single-family homes and reinvest in the city's aging housing stock. In addition, the CDA Single-Family Rehab Housing Program will use the Market Value Analysis (MVA) to prioritize funding for development of CDA-assisted, LRA-owned residential properties. This program will use the Community Development Block Grants (CDBG), the HOME Investment Partnership Program (HOME) and the Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP) to provide the funding essential for rehabilitation of approximately 30 units in targeted areas throughout the City.
