	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Maxwell Terrace is an existing affordable housing development that provides permanent supportive housing located in the City of Orlando. The development includes six two-story buildings that were built between 1964 and 1972 and includes 274 single room occupancy (SRO) units and other on-site supportive services. The apartment complex requires upgrades to the existing sewer system in order to maintain safe operations on the property. The project originally began as a repair to the existing sewer infrastructure and was originally covered by Orange County CDBG funding. Unfortunately, during the permitting process, several issues were found which required a change to the initial proposal. Due to the unforeseen issues with the existing sewer infrastructure the existing lift station will now be replaced with a new lift station and a new force main will be added and connected to the City sewer lines. The City of Orlando will fill the financial gap generated with the new proposed infrastructure using CDBG funding.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	The project proposal keeps the existing multi-family affordable housing development operational. The current sewer infrastructure is in poor condition and requires significant repairs and replacement. The project is needed to make sure the development can remain open and serving the tenants and community. The project corrects existing issues with the current sewer configurations seen on and off the property. The proposed action not only ensures that the existing development can remain operational, but will also provide an overall benefit to the surrounding community eliminating the potentials for back ups or disruptions seen with failing infrastructure.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	Maxwell Terrace Apartments provides permanent supportive housing and on-site services. The multi-family development was built in two phases, in 1964 and 1972. Originally the development was a hotel but was converted later into affordable housing. The initial project proposal included necessary maintenance and repairs to the existing sewer infrastructure. Unfortunately, due to the poor condition of the existing infrastructure, new infrastructure will need to be provided to service the development. This created more cost and increased the scale of work being done on the site. In the absence of this project, the existing infrastructure will continue to fail creating significant issues for the development.

Due to the existing site configuration and infrastructure locations, no other alternatives are provided. The existing conditions and layout of the development site limits locations for the new infrastructure and does not provide a lot of cost feasible opportunities for alternative locations.

	The project is necessary to maintain operations of the development. Without this project, the infrastructure will continue to deteriorate creating bigger issues and possibly the closure of the complex.



Summary of Findings and Conclusions: 
	The proposed sewer upgrades should provide an overall benefit to the existing development and the community. The current lift station is not large enough and in poor condition causing costly monthly maintenance for the development. Unfortunately, due to the fixed location of the buildings and infrastructure, the new infrastructure will need to remain in an area designated as a floodplain. Steps have been taken to elevate all applicable infrastructure (above ground) to address the issue. The project requires minimum disturbance and will keep the affordable housing project operational.
