	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	CDBG funds will be used for an Owner-Occupied Rehabilitation Program project in the Borough of Camp Hill. The purpose of this program is to bring income-eligible homeowners' dwellings up to code. Project activities consist of: EXTERIOR- T-111 siding on house has deteriorated bottoms. Neatly cut 1' of deteriorated bottoms of siding and replace with new T-111. Re-fasten baseboard that has come loose from the front porch deck at the joint of the deck boards and the house siding. Stain siding with oil base stain to match existing color. Scrape and wire brush all loose paint from front porch deck and all painted surfaces of deck. Prime and paint with a combination exterior acrylic latex semi-gloss enamel, Olympic One or equal. Remove and haul away existing garage door and lift. Install Clopay 9200 with no windows or equal, and Liftmaster 85580 belt driven garage door opener or equal. Installation to include any necessary framing requirements according to manufacturer's recommendations for installations, and all incidental and necessary accessories to insure door and lift are operational when installed. INTERIOR- Remove kitchen cabinet countertops and reserve for homeowner. Install post-formed countertops on all base cabinets. Countertop on rear wall to be one sheet job built, opposite countertop in corner and remaining countertop to be one piece. Installation to include end caps.There is ductwork under base cabinet on rear wall. Install kick board painted black on all base cabinets and install register vent in kick board on rear wall. Replace register on dining room wall abutting kitchen, white color. Install beveled transition oak or hardwood board across entrance from dining room to kitchen. Taper board from level of dining room floor to within 1/8'' above kitchen floor. The board should be at least 4'' wide to produce better transition. Finish all sides of board with two coats polyurethane stain, sanding between coats. Re-install existing metal edge guard on bathroom entrance securely. Basement / Garage - Remove existing electric service and all known ungrounded wiring. Install new 200 AMP service. Contractor shall be responsible for locating all existing receptacles and determining the total number of receptacles needed to meet code requirements of receptacles per room. Install interconnected battery operated smoke/carbon monoxide detectors with battery back-ups and voice alerts, Kidde or First Alert. Number of and placement of detectors shall be according to the Borough of Camp Hill's regulations for number of and placement of detectors in whole house. Install GFCI receptacle in vicinity of panel box in garage.Install GFCI protected countertop receptacles in kitchen. Install GFCI protected receptacle in bathroom. Install GFCI receptacle at front and rear of house. Exterior receptacles to be weatherproof with clear plastic lens covers. Securely attach any loose fixture boxes of receptacles and switches for any existing receptacles and switches that are left in place and re-used.
