	Work will consist of emergency and accessibility-related repairs of owner-occupied homes. All households will meet the low to moderate-income criteria as defined by our program.  Conduct multi-year housing rehabilitation programs on existing dwellings, including:    * Emergency Repair - Limited to repair essential building systems such as sewer and water lines, furnaces, hot water heaters, roofing, and electrical systems. Activities are carried out on existing dwellings within the County limits and do not consist of major or substantial rehab. Activities do not include acquisition or conversion of undeveloped land, new construction on undeveloped land, grading, vegetation, or drainage modification, a change in land use, or an increase in density.  * Architectural Barrier Removal - limited to modification of existing dwellings for accessibility. Typical modifications include entry ramps, exterior and interior door widening, bath and kitchen reconfigurations, installation of grab-bars, installation of visual and audible assist devices, and replacement of deteriorated finishes associated with the modifications. Modifications are carried out on existing dwellings within the County limits and do not consist of major or substantial rehab. Activities do not include acquisition or conversion of undeveloped land, new construction on undeveloped land, grading, vegetation, or drainage modification, a change in land use, or an increase in density.
