	The CDBG funds will be part of acquisition funding to purchase property. The owner of the property will be Evergreen Treatment Services, a private, non-profit organization transforming lives of persons with opioid disorders. Nearly half of those served are homeless. Currently, ETS leases the property, but the land owner wants to sell the property. ETS serves some of the most stigmatized and marginalized individuals in our community--people struggling with substance use disorder and homelessness. Given that the Seattle Clinic is serving people specifically with Opioid Use Disorder, many of those individuals also have criminal legal histories associated with their use of an illegal substance.
