The property consists of one parcel of land under Brazoria County Appraisal District Parcel number 509202 and totals 5.00 acres.

	The subject property consists of the Huntington at Lake Jackson Retirement Community and totals 5.00 acres. The current senior living apartment building was constructed in 2011 and consists of one (1) three-story apartment building housing a total of 96 units. The site building also includes two management offices, common rooms (dining and general use room), a theater, a computer lab, a cold kitchen, a screening room, a general use office, a fitness center, a laundry room, and maintenance storage, and additional onsite improvements consist of paved parking areas and associated landscaping. The sponsor is submitting this project for FHA mortgage insurance financing under a MAP 223(f) loan for the refinance of an existing apartment complex. The project will not involve significant renovations or ground-disturbing activities.

No regulatory listings were identified for the subject property. Regulatory listings were identified in the regulatory database for the southwest adjoining Dow Chemical Company Texas Innovation Center, which functions as a Research & Development campus for Dow. The facility was identified as a Large Quantity Generator (LQG) of RCRA Hazardous Waste and with a TCEQ Industrial Hazardous Waste (IHW) Solid Waste Registration. The listings are discussed in detail in Section 5.1 of AEI's ESA, and the identified waste units and reported wastes appear typical for an industrial R&D laboratory. 	Based on a review of the regulatory database report and results of the site reconnaissance included with AEI's Phase I ESA, the subject property is not located within the immediate vicinity of hazardous industrial operations, handling fuel or chemicals of an explosive or flammable nature. Two (2) aboveground storage tank (AST) registrations within a 1.0-mile radius of the subject property were identified in the regulatory database report. The identified tanks are listed in the attached table.    In order to demonstrate compliance with 24 CFR Part 51 Subpart C, AEI has utilized the HUD ASD Electronic Assessment Tool to determine the threshold capacities for tanks located within one mile of the subject property. In order to fail ASDs for Thermal Radiation for People (most conservative distance), tanks must exceed 43,000 gallons in capacity for ASTs located greater than 0.25 miles (1,320 feet) from the property; 225,000 gallons in capacity for ASTs located greater than 0.25 miles (1,320 feet) from the property; and 595,000 gallons in capacity for ASTs located greater than 0.75 miles (3,960 feet) from the property. Based on these capacities and calculations, AEI has determined that ASTs that do not exceed these capacity thresholds are located at acceptable distances for Blast Over Pressure, Thermal Radiation for People and Thermal Radiation for Buildings, and ASD calculations are therefore not required in these circumstances.    None of the registered ASTs were located within a 0.25-mile radius of the subject property. Based on the sizes of the registered ASTs and their relative distance from the subject property, none were identified that exceeded the minimum threshold capacity for unacceptable separation as discussed above.     During the site reconnaissance, one (1) water AST, one (1) liquid nitrogen AST, and one (1) 26% brine AST were observed on the southwest adjoining Texas Innovation Center (230 Abner Jackson Parkway) property. As these materials are not included as part of the hazardous liquids or gases applicable to 24 CFR Part 51 Subpart C, Acceptable Separation Distance (ASD) calculations would not be required for these ASTs.    No additional ASTs were identified within a 0.25-mile radius of the subject property during the site reconnaissance or in review of aerial imagery.    Aerial imagery within 1-mile of the subject property identified several bulk water ASTs, including one water tower and two bulk tanks at the Lake Jackson Fire Station (25 Oak Drive) and one bulk tank at Rasco Middle School (92 Lake Road). Five (5) ASTs and two bulk water treatment tanks were identified in connection with the Brazosport Water Authority (1251 FM 2004) just within a mile west of the subject property. The smaller ASTs at this facility are presumed associated with water treatment processes. Several bulk water ASTs were also identified to the southwest of the subject property in connection with a City of Lake Jackson wastewater treatment plant 0.75-of a mile from the subject property.    Review of aerial imagery within a 1-mile radius of the subject property did not identify any bulk-storage ASTs containing presumable fuels or chemicals of an explosive or flammable nature. Furthermore, based on the project description, the project includes no activities that would require further evaluation under this section. Given the presence of the onsite natural gas generator, the marker is presumed to indicate the location where the gas service line enters the property. AEI contacted CenterPoint Energy for additional information on the marker, and, according to Mr. Steve Dolmer with Centerpoint Energy, there are no high-pressure pipelines in the area of the subject property. As such, the pipeline marker is not marking the location of a high-pressure natural gas pipeline, and no further action is required for compliance with the HUD MAP Guide.    No other nuisances or hazards were identified.

Based on the sizes of the registered ASTs and their relative distance from the subject property, none were identified that exceeded the minimum threshold capacity for unacceptable separation as discussed above.
