Entire property is 1.83 Acres plus some road infrastructure on Willow Avenue



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	This parcel is to be developed into housing for veterans who are struggling with homelessness. There will be approximately 40 tiny homes. There will also be a community center that will have offices for staff to provide assistance and counseling for the veterans. There will be green spaces and shelters for outdoor congregating and visiting.     This project will assist with helping the homeless veterans get back on their feet and provide other important services. The veterans will start out in the tiny homes and work with a mentor to improve their situation. There are roughly 100 veterans that are homeless in the Sioux Falls area.
