	The City of Wichita Falls Texas will demolish a combination of city and privately owned residential hazardous/dilapidated vacant structures and 0 commercial hazardous dilapidated vacant structures within the city limits of Wichita Falls Texas.     The purpose of this project is to rid the City of Wichita Falls of urban blight, to protect and preserve human life and increase the property value of neighboring properties.
