Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	Constructed in 1968, the Scotland Square Apartment complex was last renovated in 2002. Since that time, residences have occupied the apartments that has resulted in typical wear and tear. In addition, the apartments need to be renovated to maintain market completeness. All of the apartments are offered to low-moderate income residences through Section 8 Housing offerings.     



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The Scotland Square Apartments complex is located on approximately 15 acres of largely developed land and consists of 24 two-story buildings with 175 units. The remainder of the project site is paved with driveways and surface parking areas. In the absence of the proposed project, the property will continue to operate as a low-come, supplemented housing complex resulting in wear and damage expected from continued occupancy.

	The No Action alternative would be not to proceed with renovation activities. The no action alternative was considered and dismissed because it does not meet the needs of the community. The most recent renovation activities were undertaken in 2002. Since this time, several residents have occupied these units resulting in expected wear on the unit amenities. If not renovated, the units will continue to deteriorate. Existing residents will likely move to more suitable housing conditions and new occupants would not likely take residence in the Scotland Square Apartments.



Summary of Findings and Conclusions: 
	The project consists of the renovation of The Scotland Square Apartments complex located on approximately 15 acres of largely developed land. The complex consists of 24 two-story buildings with 175 units. Interior and exterior features and fixtures are proposed to be replaced or renovated. No significant impacts to the environment or community services are anticipated. Minor impacts include temporary increase in noise during renovation activities. However, renovation activities will be restricted to daylight hours. Benefits of the proposed project include improving affordable residential options to an area in need. No mitigation is necessary based on this assessment.
