	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Phase I - Therapeutic Equestrian Facility - Acquisition and Installation of a new prefabricated barn that will expand a public facility that provides equine-facilitated mental, physical, and sensory therapy to disabled adults and veterans. There will be no increase in density; the proposed project is non-residential in nature and is not subject to requirements and standards associated with residential projects. This environmental review will be used for a possible Phase II of the project if the proposed project scope does not change in a magnitude that would required a new/additional review.   



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	With more and more children and adults attempting suicide and rates of depression skyrocketing, the need for mental health services is at an all-time high with access and stigma keeping those who need help the most from getting the health they deserve. In the US, 20 veterans take their own lives every day, and the veteran population accounts for 18% of all suicide deaths in the United States, according to the latest statistics. According to a 2011 Straits-Troster study, almost 40% of our returning troops suffer from depression, anxiety and PTSD.    Not only do these poor mental health conditions negatively impact the lives of the veterans and their families, but they can also increase the likelihood of unemployment, poverty, domestic violence, homelessness, and suicide. In the past two years, Orlando Health and AdventHealth completed community health assessments and both found that two of the top three needs in Central Florida included accessible health services and mental health services.    For the past 20 years, Freedom Ride, Inc. has been serving those who are struggling to heal as the only PATH certified organization in Orange County. The agency, through the services offered, addresses both - the need for holistic mental and physical wellness - and it seeks to expand in order to meet the growing demand for more services. While no one is turned away due to inability to pay, too many are being turned away because the program has reached capacity. Two things limit the agency's ability to serve more individuals: the number of horses and the weather.    Freedom Ride, Inc. has 13 horses used to provide equine-facilitated therapy to adults with disabilities and veteran, and it would like to add 7 additional horses by moving its public facility to a new location and expanding. More horses require more land, and the current footprint of 10 acres will not allow for the expansion.    The lack of a covered arena results in canceled classes when it rains, a frequent occurrence in Florida. During the summer, the heat becomes too much for clients and the horses, and services stop from June to August. This gap not only causes clients to lose progress but also hurts the sustainability of the organization and clients.    Freedom Ride, Inc. is unique in its holistic approach to caring for those who are struggling to recover from a disability. Whether that disability was genetic, as a result of a chronic disease or tragic accident or as result of service to our country, the use of horses can have a remarkable healing impact. The agency offers three primary programs that serve children through adults:    1) Therapeutic Riding: Working with a team, including an equine specialist, clients ride the horse to improve cognitive, physical and emotional well-being of their physical and emotional disabilities. This program is for riders of all ages.    2) Hippotherapy: The movement of the horse is integrated into a holistic care plan in partnership with a certified speech, occupational or physical therapist who is part of each session.    3) Equine Facilitated Learning (EFL) and Psychotherapy (EFP): In partnership with a licensed mental health therapist or equine specialist, individuals work with horses to gain better trust, confidence and well-being in a group or individual setting. This work is typically done on the ground and focuses on mental health and day to day functioning. This program is primarily for veterans and individuals in mental health or rehabilitation facilities including victims of human trafficking.    This new activity will bring tremendous wraparound service to menially ill veterans and other similar clients in need of therapeutic program.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The lack of a covered arena results in canceled classes when it rains, a frequent occurrence in Florida. During the summer, the heat becomes too much for clients and the horses, and services stop from June to August. This gap not only causes clients to lose progress but also hurts the sustainability of the organization and clients.    After 11 years at Trotters Park, the lease with the City of Orlando will end on 8/1/2021. The agency proposed to move to 25 acres of lakefront property just 2.4 miles from its existing location, and to grow from 13 to 20 horses. This will increase the number of individuals served by up to 50% and potentially even double capacity once new horses are added.    Each year over 700 individuals are assisted in group and individual sessions across Central Florida. Outcomes tracked by the VA and other partners show that participating in Equine Facilitated Therapy speeds healing, reduces the stigma of mental health treatment and improves quality of life. Results can be seen in days, not weeks. Over 125 physicians routinely prescribe equine therapy for their patients to speed healing, improve quality of life and reduce long term medical expenses. The program is so effective that CMS insurance (Medicaid) now covers equine therapy for its clients.    The proposed new location of the project (3919 Bay Lake Rd., Orlando, FL 32808) encompasses over 24 acres of land, which will provide ample space for a new facility (prefabricated barn) to be installed. Although the property has Low Density Residential (LDR) future land use and rresidential zoning designation (R-1A), it is currently used as agricultural (horse farm), and it contain one small residential structure and care tracks. Therefore, the property use would not change as a result of the proposed project. The property is surrounded by large-lot residential and industrial uses to the east, residential (single-family subdivision) and commercial uses (landscaping company) to the south, and single-family residential (City of Orlando) to the west and north.     In the absence of the proposed project, the subject site is likely to either continue to be used for agricultural uses (horse farm) or to be developed as residential, consistent with the development patterns of the area.

Public Outreach [24 CFR 58.43]:
	Public Notice was published in Orlando Sentinel (a newspaper of local circulation) on January 24, 2021. Orange County had no less than 15 days for public comments before submitting the Request for Release of Funds to HUD.




Cumulative Impact Analysis [24 CFR 58.32]: 
	The proposed Freedom Ride Therapeutic Equestrian Facility construction project will not adversely affect the Bay Lake Orlando neighborhood. This activity is compatible with the existing use on the project site (agricultural/horse farm) and will have positive impact by increasing the number of clients in need of mental health services served in the area. There will be no impact on existing resources or services provided in the area. This site will be used by a similar facility that will relocate from a nearby neighborhood.



Alternatives [24 CFR 58.40(e); 40 CFR 1508.9] 
	Consideration had been given to funding similar projects in other County areas. However, the subject site is located in an area (known as Bay Lake Orlando neighborhood) that is in need of upgraded Therapeutic Equestrian Facility. Additionally, the costs associated with construction of a new facility to offer equestrian therapy on other County sites would had been much higher and limited than the services rendered. This site seemed logical because of the location and the present use of the facility.


	
No Action Alternative [24 CFR 58.40(e)] 
	The "no action" alternative was considered; however, no action would not meet the demand for therapeutic equestrian health services in the County and, in particular, in the Bay Lake Orlando community that lacks sufficient metal health care services and resources. The demand for this services in the County and the Central Florida region has increased drastically in the last few years. If not been given this health service opportunity, the low-income households and prospective new clients for this facility will not be able to meet their household needs on their own. In addition, reconstruction of a new facility will visually improve the image of the neighborhood and provide demand for goods and services in the area.



Summary of Findings and Conclusions: 
	Orange County, Florida has completed the environmental assessment for the construction of a new therapeutic equestrian public facility in the Bay Lake Orlando community and found that the project had no significant impact on the environment.
