Repairs may include actions such as repairing or installing a porch or wheelchair access ramp, repairing roofs, weatherizing homes, repairing flooring, repairing or replacing major systems (i.e. electrical and heating), and other repairs or replacements necessary to make the home healthy, safe and affordable for the homeowner. Repairs may be performed on homes containing lead based paint and/or asbestos containing building materials; lead/asbestos safe work practices will be followed and building inspections will be performed as applicable. Repairs may be performed on homes of historic significance; Section 106 guidelines will be followed where applicable.
