	Habitat Homes 2019/2020 will serve five families, providing homeownership opportunities in distinctive neighborhoods in greater Greenville County. The project consists of five properties located in scattered sites in Greenville County. It comprises of new construction of three properties located at 313 Pine Drive, Piedmont SC; 111 Mooremont Avenue, Greenville SC; and 107 Tanglewood Drive, Greenville SC; and rehabilitation 2 properties located at 102 Jim Logan Court, Greenville SC and 413 Earle Drive, Greenville SC. The three proposed new construction structures will consist of 3 bedrooms/2 bathrooms with a total square footage ranging between 1,000 - 1,100 square feet. The project is targeted for low-income families with household incomes below 60% of AMI. Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	The purpose of the project is to provide affordable homeownership opportunities for household in Greenville County with incomes below 60% of AMI . Affordable, safe housing options are needed in the Greenville community. Habitat Homes 2019 will serve five families, providing homeownership opportunities in distinctive neighborhoods in greater Greenville County.    



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	2017 American Community Survey (ACS) data shows an estimated 506,837 people reside in Greenville County. The median household income for Greenville County is $55,914 with 12.5% persons living below the poverty line. Of the existing 211,170 housing units, 67% are owner-occupied compared to 33% renter-occupied housing units. The median value of owner-occupied housing units is estimated at a value of $182,300 with 71% of these units consisting of single-family housing. However, 2012-2016 ACS data highlights 23.3% of existing Greenville County homeowners and 46.4% of renters were housing-cost burdened; housing expenditures exceeding 30% of household income. Additionally, 2012-2016 ACS data shows an income inequality ratio of 4.8:1 for income in the top income quintile compared to the bottom income quintile demonstrating a need for more affordable housing options and upward economic mobility for many Greenville County residents.    The proposed home, 111 Mooremont Avenue, is in census tract 20.05 and is classified as a low-income tract according to the ACS 2017 5-year estimates. The 2017 estimated tract household income is $33,322; about 40% less than the median household income in Greenville County ($55,914). Currently, there are 1,682 housing units within this tract with 48% owner-occupied and 52% renter-occupied units.     The proposed home, 107 Tanglewood Drive, is in census tract 36.01 and is classified as a low-income tract according to the ACS 2017 5-year estimates. The 2017 estimated tract household income is $37,981; about 32% less than the median household income in Greenville County. Currently, there are 2,191 housing units within this tract with 62% owner-occupied and 38% renter-occupied units.    The proposed home, 313 Pine Drive, is in census tract 33.03 and is not classified as a low-income tract according to the ACS 2017 5-year estimates. The 2017 estimated tract household income is $56,386. However, this tract has a higher poverty rate than Greenville County as a whole (17.8% vs 13.5%) and it is reported that 34% of existing home stock are mobile home units which highlights the disparity of affordable housing options in this community. Additionally, this parcel is currently a vacant lot and will be an in-fill construction project for HFHGC, adding a single-family home to the community. Currently, there are 2,177 housing units within this tract with 74% owner-occupied and 26% renter-occupied units
