	Based on a review of available satellite imagery, a facility with multiple ASTs is located approximately 0.6 mile to the northeast of the subject property. This facility is identified as a manufacturer of contract operated natural gas treating and gas processing equipment. The storage and refurbishing of natural gas equipment appears to be part of the onsite operations. As such several of the observed ASTs are likely empty or out of use. Additionally, no storage tanks were listed for this facility in a search for registered petroleum storage tanks on the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality online Central Registry Query. However, some of the observed ASTs may be in use in association with the onsite operations. Partner prepared Acceptable Separation Distance (ASD) calculations using a 10,000-gallon AST capacity as a conservative measure. According to the Electronic Assessment Tool, the ASD for Thermal Radiation for people is 721.77 feet and the ASD for Thermal Radiation for Buildings is 145.78 feet. 	The subject property is currently undeveloped, structurally-vacant land. The subject property is designated for commercial and multi-family residential development by the City of Odessa and is considered a legal use in its current configuration. According to historical and current site information, the subject property is considered a suitable area as the subject property has not been utilized as a dump, sanitary landfill or mine waste disposal area. Furthermore, no unusual conditions were identified at the subject property during the site reconnaissance. As previously noted, the subject property is located on the northeast side of San Antonio Street to the northeast of the San Antonio Street and Brownstone Road intersection. Based on site reconnaissance information, there is paved access to the subject property. In addition, based on the proposed land use; height, bulk and mass of building(s); building density; and, building type (low / high-rise), the subject property appears to be compatible with the surrounding area.

	Review of the USGS topographic map indicates the subject property is located at approximately 2,900 feet above MSL. The contour lines in the area of the subject property indicate the area is sloping gently toward the east. Based on information obtained from the USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service Web Soil Survey online database, the subject property is mapped as Kimbrough-Slaughter land complex. The Kimbrough-Slaughter series consists of very shallow, well drained, moderately highly to highly permeable soils that formed calcareous, loamy alluvium in the Ogallala Formation of Miocene-Pliocene age. Slopes range from zero (0) to three (3) percent.

The distance between the AST locations and the subject property is over 3,000 feet, which is well beyond the ASD for both people and buildings; therefore, there is no expectation that these ASTs pose an explosion or flammability hazard to the occupants of the subject property or associated buildings.
