	CDBG funding will be used for the design/due diligence, final design/permitting and construction to make improvements within the Madison Park and Wilson Elementary neighborhood located in Plant City, Florida. Modifications to drainage/stormwater improvements, mill and resurface section of S. Tyler St. (.38 miles) and W. Refro St (.24 miles).; design and construction of sidewalks along W. Warren St., S. Empire St, W. Washington St. corner of W. Spencer St. and Alexander St. and W. Waller St. (3,540 LF).



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	The infrastructure project in Plant City will address needs in a low income neighborhood in order to provide a safe and attractive corridor for residents to move between places of work, home, school and recreational facilities. This project provides for improved neighborhood accessibility through the addition of sidewalks; upgraded or expanded drainage improvements, reduced negative environmental impact due to poorly controlled storm drainage; and the elimination of blighted conditions that impact the overall neighborhood condition. The end result will be an attractive entryway into the neighborhood and an improved environment for the residents.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The area of the project is a densely populated residential neighborhood with nearby schools, parks and recreational facilities. The County plans to fund the sidewalk project, road re-surfacing and drainage improvement projects in order to improve neighborhood accessibility with the addition of sidewalks, providing safe paths for pedestrians and bicyclists in order to create safe and attractive corridors for residents to move between places of work, home, school and recreational facilities. The current streets to be re-surfaced are in disrepair, the drainage improvement are necessary for safety, asset preservation, regulatory compliance.
