	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The Waterloo Eliminates Lead Hazards program will provide services to rehabilitate and remediate lead based paint hazards through the use of HUD lead hazard control grant funds. Additionally the program will leverage CDBG funds as matching dollars and to perform non-lead based paint hazard rehabilitation. Extending over a 42 month period the Program, with its partner, the Black Hawk County Health Department, the Program will identify a mixture of one hundred fifteen single family and rented units, scattered throughout the city of Waterloo. An emphasis to qualify units will be placed on units that are located in low and moderate income census tracts within the city boundaries. Eligible activities expected to be conducted include (but not limited to): Lead Based Paint remediation thru the use of interim and abatement controls using Lead Hazard Control grant funding and the repair or replacement of the mechanical systems, roofs, doors, foundation, structural repair, wall and attic insulation, interior wall panels, windows and siding thru the use of CDBG funding.
