	Campesinos Sin Fronteras will use approximately $2,000,000 in federal Home Investment Partnership Program (HOME) funds to provide housing rehabilitation assistance to owner occupied single family residences located in Yuma County, Arizona excluding those units located in the city limits of the City of Yuma and those units located in the FEMA designated 100-year floodplain. The program will target low (below 80%AMI) and very low (below 50%AMI) income households and will assist approximately 35 to 50 units over a five (5) year period from December 2020 to December 2025. The program will also target priority populations as defined by HUD including seniors 62 years of age and older, persons with disabilities and families with children 18 years of age and under. The maximum investment per unit will be $50,000 in HOME funds provided in the form of a deferred forgivable loan.
