	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	New Castle County (NCC) proposes to implement this Lead-Based Paint Hazard Control Grant Program to extend the lifespan of residential units through lead remediation and rehabilitation. This allows residents to remain in their homes and communities that they love. The agency will implement a comprehensive program to identify and remediate lead-based paint hazards in privately owned rental and/or owner-occupied housing. The program will identify and prioritize enrolled properties privately owned single or multi-unit, low-income rental and owner-occupied housing located in zip codes: 19703, 19720, 19801, 19802, 19805 and 19806.    Among the activities that the City will carry out to achieve grant deliverables, the program will: perform outreach, education, workforce training; identify and remediate lead-based paint and housing- related health and safety hazards and correct hazardous conditions that pose a likelihood of harm to occupant health; conduct sampling and analysis for lead, allergens, carbon monoxide and/or other housing-related health and safety hazards as appropriate; re-evaluate and/or conduct clearance of the remediated activities completed. The City anticipates that the typical interventions will include testing for lead-based paint; lead-paint abatement and interim control; and repairs to address household hazards.    The following deliverables will be achieved through this grant:  Service at minimum of 130 households with lead testing and remediation  The average amount of grant and match/leveraged funds anticipated to be spent on each unit is $15,000 for interim control and/or abatement, $2,300 for Healthy Homes repairs and $1,700 per unit for testing and clearance. The program will not include new construction, demolition or changes of use (from non-residential to residential). Substantial rehabilitation is also not anticipated; however, if any project rises to the level of substantial rehabilitation, a separate Environmental Assessment will be completed, distinct from this program review.

The ADEQ UST/LUST and EPA NEPAssist GIS databases will be accessed for facility records within one mile of the subject site. For any regulated facility in a one-mile radius currently in regulatory non-compliance status per NEPAssist, an ECHO-detailing report will be completed to determine the nature of facility non-compliance and potential for pathways of contamination to the subject site. If pathways of contamination exist from the non-compliant facility, the site-specific project will be denied HUD assistance. Approvable site-specific project applications will be approved with the following condition: "Identified lead-based paint hazards, soil and/or dust indicated on the property's Lead Inspection and Risk Assessment (LIRA) report will be mitigated through interim controls, hazard abatement or a combination thereof and verified by a post mitigation Lead Clearance Report.

	To be determined on a site-by-site basis. New Castle County will conduct remediation/minor rehabilitation activities under the project in accordance with the Programmatic Agreement (PA) between New Castle County and the State of Delaware Historic Preservation Office (SHPO). Adherence to the stipulations of the executed PA assures that the project will have no adverse effect or historic resources. The project is limited to minor rehabilitation, repairs and replacements of structural components and systems, and accessibility modification at existing single family residential at scattered sites in the services area with no impact beyond the limits of the property. For activities to be carried out of any property which does not fall under one or more of the exempt criteria in the Programmatic Agreement, New Castle County will prepare a Historic Review Tracking form including site photographs, work write-up and location map and submit information to SHPO. The SHPO will make a determine whether the unit is a Historic Property and/or if it will have an adverse effect on historic resources in which case the SHPO will determine appropriate measures to mitigate adverse effect(s) to meet compliance standards. A site is deemed ineligible for funding if requirements to meet historic preservation standards exceed the scope of project and/or funding limits, or mitigation measures will be included in the scope of work before funds are committed.
