	The project is limited to single family rehabilitation in a densely populated urban area. As shown on the attached map, there are no critical habitats identified in Salem per the Estimated Habitats that have been delineated by the Natural Heritage and Endangered Species Program (NHESP) of the Division of Fisheries and Wildlife. According to Massachusetts Division of Fisheries and Wildlife the Priority and Estimated Habitat maps have been delineated based on the Best Scientific Evidence Available and according to the regulations of the Massachusetts Endangered Species Act (321 CMR 10.12) using documented records of rare species and various spatial layers including the 2013-2014 aerial photographs provided by MassGIS. Therefore, it is in the compliance of the Endangered Species Act and not further site-specific evaluation is required.

	The single-family housing rehabilitation program assists low to moderate income households with repairs that that they are not able to either make or afford themselves. These projects are in existing single-family homes and will not increase the structures footprint or the population density. The project will enhance livability and accessibility for LMI families. If the property is within 1,000 feet of a major roadway or 3,000 feet of a major railroad, the neighboring properties would also be a similar distance but given the nature of the rehabilitation being limited to existing structures it would not create an adverse or disproportionate impact or aggravate an existing impact. Likewise, if a specific project is in the flood zone, flood insurance will be required but the nature of requiring flood insurance does not create adverse or disproportionate environmental impact or aggravate an existing impact. If the project is in a historic district subject to Historical Commission review then all abutters to the project and abutters to the abutters will be notified by mail, there will be an advertisement in the newspaper and posted at City Hall to ensure there is an opportunity for the residents to be informed and involved in a participatory planning process. If site contamination and/or toxic substances are present, consultation will be undertaken with the Board of Health to determine if there are adverse environmental impacts that could affect the health and safety of the project occupants or conflict with the intended single family use of the property and, if so, what appropriate mitigation measures could be implemented, where practicable. Mitigating impacts for an existing structure would not result in an adverse or disproportionate impact or aggravate an existing impact.

	Flood Insurance

	
	
	For each site specific project the City of Salem Conservation agent will complete the attached ''floodplain and wetlands review'' form. With this form the Conservation agent will review the project location relative to the special flood hazard area using a FEMA/FIRM map. A copy of said map will be added to the file with the location clearly identified. The steps outlined in the Flood Insurance (CEST and EA) worksheet will be followed to determine whether or not flood insurance is required. If insurance is required, documentation from the participant's insurance provider will be required to confirm the property has flood insurance. If insurance is not required, it will be documented in the file.

	Contamination and Toxic Substances

	
	
	The City of Salem will conduct a review on a per project basis. Salem will use the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency NEPAssist and MassDEP website to review if on-site or nearby toxic, hazardous, or radioactive substances are found. If such substance are present, consultation will be undertaken with the Board of Health to determine if there are adverse environmental impacts that could affect the health and safety of the project occupants or conflict with the intended single family use of the property and, if so, what appropriate mitigation measures could be implemented, where practicable. If adverse impacts cannot be feasibly mitigated, an environmental impact statement may be required in order to proceed with the project.

	As specific project addresses are identified, a review will be conducted by the City Preservation Planner using the attached ''historic properties review form'' to determine if review/approval is required by the Salem Historical Commission and/or if a project notification form (also attached) is required to be submitted to the Massachusetts Historical Commission.

	Noise Abatement and Control

	
	
	The single family rehabilitation project does not involve new construction and is unlikely to generate unacceptable noise levels. The closest airport is over 6,000' from the city. The City of Salem will conduct a review on a per project basis to determine if the location is in the vicinity of major roadways or railroads. If it is determined that such locations are within normally unacceptable sound levels, the City will determine appropriate mitigation measures and implement them where practicable. If such locations are within unacceptable sound levels, an environmental impact statement may be required in order to proceed with the project.
