No. 1463953) This notation indicates that an easement is in place to allow the City of Bellingham access to Baker Creek, which is the area of the floodplain noted above. This easement likely requires that the Creek remain accessible to the City of Bellingham, and, therefore, would not permit any development within the area of Baker Creek or its banks, nor would it allow for any development that would result in an impediment to Baker Creek or access to Baker Creek. While a copy of the Plat Map was not available at the time this report was issued, it is likely that the easement noted above would result in limitations and restrictions in regard to activities that could impact Baker Creek.
