	The Site is located in the northeast portion of Sioux Falls, South Dakota. The Site is between East 8th Street & East 10th Street, and South/North Mable Avenue & South/North Blauvelt Avenue. The Site is located in the SW 1/4 Section 15, Township 101 North, Range 50 West, Minnehaha County, South Dakota. The eight (8) Site apartment buildings are addressed off: South Mable Avenue, North Mable Avenue, South Blauvelt Avenue, North Blauvelt Avenue and East 8th Street. For this ESA report the Site address will be referenced as 137 North Mable Avenue. The Site consists eight (8) 2-story multi-family apartment buildings, detached garages, and associated surface parking. The vicinity consists primarily of single and multi-family residential dwellings, a public school, and commercial developments. the Site appears to have been built in continual phases from about 2011 to 2013; starting on the north side and finishing on the south side.   Vehicle access to the property is available from South/North Mable Avenue (east), South/North Blauvelt Avenue (west), and East 8th Street (north).

	the Bancroft Place Apartments located at 137 North Mable Avenue, in Sioux Falls, South Dakota. The Site comprises of 2.94 acres on one parcel. The Site consists of eight (8) 2-story apartment. buildings, detached garages, and associated surface parking (built in phases from about 2011-2013). The Site is located in the northeast portion of Sioux Falls, South Dakota. The vicinity is characterized primarily by residential dwellings, a public school, and retail developments. The eight (8) Site apartment buildings are addressed off: South Mable Avenue, North Mable Avenue, South Blauvelt Avenue, North Blauvelt Avenue and East 8th Street. For this ESA report the Site address will be referenced as 137 North Mable Avenue. The project was constructed in 2012 and the improvements are built with wood frame buildings, concrete slabs, Hardiwood plank and brick exteriors, aluminum frame windows and asphalt shingle roofing. Apartments are located within two-story buildings. All units are two bedroom, two-bathroom offering 900 square feet, and ''flat'' design with direct entry doorways. Layouts vary with slightly different kitchen layouts. The top floors have vaulted ceilings and rent for a premium. Included within the project are garage stalls, which generate additional rental income outside the apartment rents. The garages are typically fully leased. Rent rates achieve the objective of affordability for the workforce household. The total scope of work is budgeted at $53,880 ($1,036/unit), well below the maximum allowable under the 223(f) Program. Smoke detectors are the only critical repair item that will need completion prior to closing (life and safety) and estimated at $4,680. The remaining critical repairs will be deferred until after closing, with all repairs to be completed within 12 months of closing. The property is proposed for refinancing under a FHA 223(f) loan, with no proposed ground disturbing activities or substantial rehabilitation.

	Testing for radon gas, in compliance with HUD Notice H 2013-03, was done as a part of the scope of this report. In general, the Minnehaha County/Sioux Falls area is classified as ''Zone 1: Highest Potential (greater than 4 pCi/L)''.The initial short-term radon testing at the Site was conducted between March 5 & 10, 2020. For the initial testing, 31 short-term radon tests (including QA/QC duplicates/blanks) were collected from ground floor level apartment unit (where tenant access was allowed), and 10% of the remaining upper level units. Based on these 1st round radon test results, with 13 ground level apartment units (in 7 of the 8 apartment buildings) reading more than 4.0 pCi/L, and an additional four (4) ground level apartment units testing between 3.0 - 4.0 pCi/L.TAG recommends the following: Proceed directly with radon mitigation system installation measures in the apartment units that tested at or above the EPA risk threshold of 4.0 pCi/L

	Sampling/testing for asbestos-containing materials (ACM) was not done as a part of the scope of this report, as the Site buildings were built in 2011-2013. Asbestos was generally banned or voluntarily discontinued in American-made building materials by about 1980, thus the likelihood of ACMs at the Site is small. Also, HUD only requires sampling/testing for asbestos in buildings built before 1978. However, the potential exists that imported building materials could contain asbestos, though TAG has no specific knowledge of this. Sampling and laboratory testing is the only way to determine asbestos content of building materials.
