Cumulative Impact Analysis [24 CFR 58.32]: 
	  The action, the construction of the combined concession/storage and bathrooms. The associated site development is minimal and will include some limited earthwork in and around the building footprint to facility construction and accommodate pathways for pedestrian movement. We have also included designed handicap parking spaces in the newly constructed parking lot. Water and electrical already serve the project site and will be extended to the new building. A new sewer line will be extended to the building as shown on the site plan. The town anticipates this work will likely be completed by the Town Public Works staff.   Traffic and Parking: No changes proposed. The parking and traffic were addressed in the 2014  masterplan and permitting process.  Utilities: The site is currently served by public water and electric services that will be extended to the building from within the site. A sewer service will be installed from Route 202 to the building.  Stormwater Management and Erosion Control: The project is located within an existing developed area of the project site. As part of the 2014 permitting process, stormwater management for the entire development was addressed. As a result, no additional improvements are proposed.

Summary of Findings and Conclusions: 
	The environmental assessment for The Town of Gorham ADA bathroom, has determined no Signiant impact will occur relative to the installation of said bathrooms. The project parcel is accessed from the westerly side of Gray Road and is currently developed as a recreation facility consisting of a soccer field, baseball field and a softball field. The facility was master planned in 2013 and subsequently designed and approved by the Town Council and Planning Board in 2014. The 2014 approvals which included field renovations, a new athletic field, irrigation and parking lot was constructed and completed in 2017. Since this original approval, the Gorham Recreation Department has obtained council approval for the construction of a new 25' by 72' masonry block concessions and storage building. Lastly, the building will include public restrooms replacing the portable toilets that currently exist.    Given that the site has already under gone development and it not new the impact is minimal to the site as most of the components to the build are onsite and in place. Traffic and Parking: No changes proposed. The parking and traffic were addressed in the 2014 masterplan and permitting process. Utilities: The site is currently served by public water and electric services that will be extended to the building from within the site. The potential for adverse impact could occur at the sewer service install from Route 202 to the building. This would result in impeding traffic during the time construction equipment and staff are on site. The project is located within an existing developed area of the project site and will thereby have no effect on the Storm water management of the site. Additional, as part of the 2014 permitting process, storm water management for the entire development was addressed. As a result, no additional improvements are proposed.    This project will complement the facility by providing the capability to offer concessions to the athletes and spectators enjoying the facility. Additionally, the building will include a secured storage area for field and maintenance equipment, which currently is located in a small shed that is inadequate.
