	The subject is located in the southeastern area of Capitol Heights. The immediately surrounding area is comprised mainly of multi-family housing developments, with commercial properties found along Walker Mill Road to south, beyond the intersection with Pine Grove Road (approximately 0.1 miles from the subject's entrance). In general, the condition of the surrounding properties is average to good. The  neighborhood has good public transportation links, with a bus stop located on Walker Mill Road at the subject's entrance and Addison Road-Seat Pleasant Metro Station located approximately 1.4 miles away. Employment is available locally in Capitol Heights and the subject is within reasonable commuting distance of Washington D.C.



	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	Regency Lane Apartments (the ''Project'') is an affordable housing community located at 6816 Walker Mill Road, Capitol Heights, Maryland 20743. The Project is currently subject to a Moderate Rehabilitation (''Mod Rehab'') Housing Assistance Payment (''HAP'') Contract that covers 172 residential units with an expiration date of May 31, 2021. Accordingly, the Project is eligible for a prospective RAD Conversion of 172 residential units.     The buildings have brick and wood exterior and flat roofs. The subject has open-lot parking with approximately 200 available spaces with more than one space per unit. The buildings and parking lots are accessible via a curb cut from Walker Mill Road. The only recreational amenity offered at the property is a playground area. There is an onsite management office and each building has a laundry room. There are security cameras located throughout the property. Live camera footage can be viewed from the management office. In addition, courtesy security patrol occurs daily. Individual units are equipped with a gas stove, refrigerator, dishwasher, and garbage disposal. Units have central air-conditioning and are cable ready. The flooring is a combination of carpet and vinyl. Each unit features a kitchen, living and dining areas, and bedroom(s). Units are single level garden-style units with varying layouts. Unit floorplans and sizes vary with 15 of the one-bedroom units, 67 two-bedroom units and 3 three-bedroom units offering a den. The one- and two-bedroom units offer one full bathroom and the three-bedroom units have two full bathrooms. Each unit has a patio or balcony.     The purpose of this RAD Conversion to PBRA is to request a conversion of the Owner's existing Mod Rehab Contract to a PBRA Contract (without sale, refinance, or material rehabilitation) pursuant to the terms and conditions set forth in the RAD Notice. HUD's approval of the RAD Conversion will allow the Project to realize greater rent stability within the PBRA program. No households will be displaced or made to relocate as a result of this conversion.    With this RAD PBRA conversion there will be no rehab, major maintenance activities, or ground disturbing activities.     The property conducted a Tiered review/Transaction screen which was entered into Hero's by Stephen Weiss the RAD Transaction manager.
