	Through the Senior Home Repair & Maintenance Program, Habitat for Humanity Inland Valley will provide exterior home repair services helping keep homes affordable and low-income Perris seniors secure. These services lessen the financial impact that unexpected, or needed repairs takes on household resources to keep homes affordable and low-cost. Many seniors are struggling to make ends meet, with limited, fixed-incomes who simply cannot perform regular or needed maintenance on their homes. Examples of types of projects include: roof repair/replacement, handicap ramp installation, repair /rebuild broken steps, deck repairs, exterior whole house painting, skirting/siding/ fascia repair/replacement, heating/air conditioning repair/replacement, evaporative cooler repair/replacement, water heater replacement, and window repair/replacement. There is a $7,500 cap per project, however if a roof replacement is needed, the per project cap will be increased to $10,000.
