	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	This project consists of the storm water remediation to alleviate the damage caused by a landslide on Orient Avenue which necessitated closing the road. Work to include installation of 1,000 lineal feet of CPP storm pipe, replacement of 475 lineal feet of ductile iron pipe, installation of 175 lineal feet of French drain, installation of 2 new Type-M inlets and 2 new manholes. Work will also include CCTV and cleaning of 1,100 lineal feet of existing pipe and capping 1 existing inlet.



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	Orient Avenue between Victor and Welsh Avenues was the site of a landslide in 2018, closing the road and causing a hump at the toe of the slide on Welsh Avenue. Soils studies of the area indicate that correction of the slide would cost between $5 and $10 Million. Since that is not feasible the borough wishes to install a drainage system to collect surface and ground water in the area to prevent further advancement of the slide. The slide affects Orient Avenue, Wood Street and Welsh Avenue.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The geography of Wilmerding Borough, PA is rolling hills and large wooded areas with a floodplain on Turtle Creek. Orient Avenue is a narrow, winding road located on a steep hillside in the Borough. A small number of households occupy Orient Avenue and most of them are in poor condition, and some have been demolished recently. The hillside produces a large amount of runoff, putting strain on the existing storm sewer. Without any improvements, the landslide will continue to worsen, threating homes below on Welsh and Wood Streets. The Borough of Wilmerding occupies .48 square miles of land with a population of 2,241 and 1,154 housing units that is part of the East Allegheny School District.

Cumulative Impact Analysis [24 CFR 58.32]: 
	The storm water and drainage improvements are anticipated to reduce the amount of subsidence on Orient Avenue. Once the road can reopen, residents will have improved access to Route 30 and nearby local businesses. People and homes located within the slide will be safer once the slide has been stabilized.



Alternatives [24 CFR 58.40(e); 40 CFR 1508.9] 
	Soils studies of the area indicate that correction of the slide would cost between $5 and $10 Million, which is not financially feasible for the Borough. Therefore, improving the storm water system is the appropriate option.


	
No Action Alternative [24 CFR 58.40(e)] 
	No action would result in further subsidence, endangering the welfare of residents on Wood and Welsh Streets and Orient Avenue would remain closed.



Summary of Findings and Conclusions: 
	Improving the storm water system and installing the French drain will aid in diverting the runoff that caused the landslide. The hillside will be more stable without excess surface water eroding it. This will directly benefit the resident's safety. Orient Avenue can then be fixed and reopened, improving access to the Borough of Wilmerding and beyond.
