	The project site is comprised of two parcels (PIN #0831-09-16-1093 and #0831-09-16-6191) totaling approximately 12.71 acres, located at 519 East Main Street (previously known as Oldham Towers) and 533 East Main Street (Liberty Street) within the downtown/Central Business District area of the City of Durham, North Carolina. The project site is bounded to the north by Liberty Street, a non-profit organization (Durham Crisis Response Center), and a mix of single- and multi-family housing; to the west by North Dillard Street and property owned by St Philips Episcopal Church and Durham County; to the south by Main and Commerce Streets, multi-family housing, a public parking lot, and the City of Durham Police Department; and to the east by North Elizabeth Street, a railroad corridor, single-family homes, and commercial/office buildings.     The 3.53-acre 519 East Main Street site is improved with a seven-story apartment building developed by the Durham Housing Authority (DHA) in 1969. The DHA Resident Services Department is located in a smaller building on-site southeast of the apartment building. The apartment building is comprised of 106 units. The adjacent 9.18-acre Liberty Street site is improved with 26 two-story apartment buildings and a single-story community center. The 108-unit multi-family community was built by DHA in 1972. The 519 East Main Street and Liberty Street sites are both currently connected to all available public utilities. See attached site location map and photographs.     The surrounding area is mostly characterized by a mix of commercial, residential, and public uses; the American Tobacco Trail is located approximately 0.75-mile southwest of the project site. The project site is not located within a historic district; however, the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP)-listed Downtown Durham Historic District and the designated Downtown Durham Local Historic District are located west of the project site, the NRHP-listed Holloway Street Historic District and the designated Holloway Street Local Historic District are located to the north, and the NRHP-listed Golden Belt Historic District and designated Golden Belt Local Historic District are located to the east.

	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The Durham Housing Authority proposes to use HUD funding to demolish all existing structures on the 519 E Main Street and Liberty Street sites and redevelop the two sites as a multi-phased, mixed use housing and commerical development with rental units affordable to a range of income levels. The mix of housing and commercial space will maximize density while being sensitive to its transitional location between the intense Downtown Core and Residential zones.     The undertaking consists of the phased redevelopment of 519 East Main Street and Liberty Street Apartments, which includes the demolition of twenty-one (2a) residential buildings consisting of 214 dwelling units of public housing and one community building and two (2) non-residential buildings and redevelopment using Low Income Housing Tax Credits, Rental Assistance Demonstration vouchers, HUD HOME Investment Partnership and local funds from the City.    



Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:
	DHA has identified the project for complete demolition and redevelopment to replace the existing residential units with a mix of housing types that will continue to accommodate both seniors and families. In addition, the integrated mixed-use development will provide office, commercial, and retail space, a new park, and additional open space, as well as construct new roads through the community's center to break up the current superblock configuration. The purpose of this project is to redevelop two aging residential housing communities while maximizing density and balancing open space, and to provide additionally needed mixed income housing in the downtown area.



Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:
	The Main Street corridor consists of public and social services, commercial businesses, churches, and multi-family residences. The project site is located less than one-half mile northeast of the Durham Freeway/NC 147. In accordance with the City of Durham Comprehensive Plan, the project site falls within the Downtown Tier where the City supports more intensive development and encourages pedestrian activity, while discouraging low intensity and auto-oriented usage.

The construction of the project will have minimal effect on the respective schools' populations, as a majority of the potential students will likely relocate from within or adjacent to the same school district. The nearest such features are the Durham Performing Arts Center (DPAC; located on the American Tobacco Campus) and the Carolina Theatre, located approximately 0.5 and 0.7 mile northwest of the project site, respectively; the Nasher Museum of Art, located approximately 2.0 miles northwest; the Hayti Heritage Center, located approximately 0.7 mile southwest; and the North Carolina Central University Museum of Art, located approximately 1.4 miles southwest.   In addition, Duke University's East and West Campuses have numerous cultural facilities, including Sarah P. Duke Gardens and Rubenstein Arts Center/Von Der Heyden Studio Theater, both located approximately 2.3 miles northwest of the project site; Baldwin Auditorium, located approximately 1.9 miles northwest; and the Duke Basketball Museum, located approximately 3.8 miles northwest. 	Numerous commercial facilities are located within 1-mile of the project site, particularly to the northwest in the Main Street/Chapel Hill Street area of City Center, as well as further south/southeast along Main and Mangum Streets, to the south along Fayetteville Street, and further west of the project site between Pettigrew Street and the Durham Freeway/NC 147. No adverse impacts are anticipated.

	The Durham County Department of Human Services is located approximately 215 feet from the project site, directly west across the intersection of East Main Street/Dillard Street. An array of pediatrics, family practices, and specialists are located within four miles of the project site, mostly to the northwest near Duke University. Duke University Hospital is located approximately 2.8 miles northwest of the project site, and Duke Regional Hospital is located approximately 4 miles north. No impact is anticipated to local health care and social service facilities.

	The addition of 341 residential units and 30,000 square feet of commercial space to the property will prompt a need for the expansion of solid waste collection services; however, no adverse effect is anticipated as existing solid waste disposal and recycling resources will be sufficient to accommodate the increased number of housing units. A minor impact will nonetheless result to local solid waste disposal resources as a result of the removal of on-site debris from the demolition of existing structures and replacement of existing utility infrastructure.  Per DEQ Solid Waste Section correspondence dated April 27, 2020, based on the information provided, there would be no adverse impact on the surrounding communities and likewise there are no known situations in the communities which would affect this project.
